We have been laboring with gratifying
success the past few months in prism
ing the principles sliff a pure Gospel to
the peoplef of Walker county and our
experience has been vailtd and Interest

ngThe following incidents will illustrate
to some extent the opposition met with
at times by our humble Eldeis and the
manner in which the Lord prepares the
way for the proclamation ol truth

Friday June I left alter a dusty walk
of tin miles we entered the villagel ot-

settlement were principally Missionary
Baptists and were noted lor their lis
liliiy Itward other denominations and
especially against anything tavoring of
Mormonism There belli only the one
church building In the Ipace we failed
to secure this to picicn n but we rot

We held well attended meetings
Friday and Saturday cilits and an-

nounced a meeting for the next morning-
at ii oclock uur Baptist brahrn
were becoring alarmed and called a
special Sunday school and held services
till 13 m We postponed our appoint-
ment till 3 p m and attended theirs
Af cr services we announced our meet-
ing lor 3 oclcck and the mile ster ap
