I left my home at IJIuff Dale Salt

Lako county Utah July 15 USG and
after a journey of nenrly twntyscnh-
undred mites I arrived here where I
have labored most of the time

been able to reach one of the honest
In lieart and load Jlvo repentant bo-
1I0vers lobe Ihe waters of baptism null-
several olhs Say they will follow
soon

Lost Juno wlolle Elder O O Crockett
end 1 moor traveling without purse or
scrip through central Massachusetts
wa had the pleasure of meeting a Mrs
Mary II Thompson who said she had
heard so much evil spoken of the Mor-
mons that sloe had been led to think
there mustbe some good In them

Our conversation lusted for about
twentyfive minutes lieforo leaving

we gave her a Voice of Warning and-
It Is the fruit of this little messngu
that I wish particularly to call to Oho
attention of your readers

About six months otter our meeting
Idle Thonpson we recelv1 a letter
