ia thelr own liquor until quite soft. Take
from the fire, strain and rub through a
middling fine bair sleve, 80 as Lo get the
seads and shells se ; boil down the
alp and julee to the oo*ei:f?plo
tar, (very thick,) stiring all me:
whean thick enough, add the spicea, stirred
up with the Viﬂ‘ﬁ‘n boll up twice; remove
from the fire; let it get cool, and bottle.”
