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As they proceeded their number was
again increased,, some Joining the mob
simply as spectators, while others were
in full sympathy with the movement, :

tbe yards. Arriving there they swarmed
Into the yards and .persuaded the men
ht work ; to I desert their posts. The
Crowd remained in tbe yard ;for some
time,', aad although, considerable ex-
citement ; prevailed, : oo violence was
resorted to Just at this timef how-
ever, the Louisville & Nashville freight
train was slowly paH8ingguarded by
eiirht deputy .aneriff' armed" with
Wiuchefrter rifles. In the meantime,
crowds of men, women and children
aad congregated on Broadway where
the L. tt N. tracks cross the street, and
also upon tbe Broadway bridge which
spans Cahokla Creek, and in the open
space to the east. ? Just as tbe train
reached the Broadway crossing the
trouble began., i The crowd on the
bridge began to yell and Jeer at the
