. August 17th, 1881.
'Prttident Josepti F. Smith!

Brother WalJantine and I have
lately traveled in Trempealeau ami
Buflalo Counties. , Near the north
ern line of Trempeleau County we
visited Mr. Thomas Lindsay and
family, who received us kindly and
made us welcome. Mr. Lindsay haa
several brothers in Bear Lake Val
ley. We held meetinc in a school
huse there and were well received
and invited home with a well-to-d- o

farmer and kinsman of Mr. Lind
says. The prejudice and erroneous
notions that the people have of u
is surprising to me. Now that our
Church has been established for over
50 years, right within call as it were,
with thousands or travelers by ran
and theadvautages of the telegraph
and the press. . That people can
live so near us and know so little
about us is remarkable, yet many of
them think they know "all about
tbe Mormons." A few days ago we
called upon a man who is in bUMl

uess here, and who has charge of the
Temple of Honor liaJl. We totd
him we were "Mormon" Elders and
had come to see if we could rent his
hall to hold meetings in on the fol
lowing Sunday.
