WasmINGTON, Nov. 17,—The annual
report of Treasurer HMatt shows the
revenues of the government for the
fiscal year ending June 30, 1887, were
$371,482,770, and the ordipary expendi-
tures $267,932,170, the durplus receipts
available for the redaction of the pub-

lic debtbeing $103,471,007. As com-
pared with the previous year the re-
ceipts increased §34,963,650; the ex-
penditures $25 449,041, and the surpius
revenues $9,615,600, .
