X Scheme for Draining It Said to he

l'racllcablf.

J. I). Taylor'a attention wat flrtt
called to the problem of utlllilng the
wat.ra of Utah I,ako lu Augutt, I8W.
He found that, miaaurlng by the

lvertol Itandard, the evaporation la
thlrty-el- Inches a year, lllalden waa

toreducotbeareaof the lake from I la
preaentareaofeD,000 aquare ecrua to
about 25,000 acrca. There la a fall be-

tween the Jordan at Utah Lake and

the flrtt dam of about eight or nine
feet. Tu dredge the river from the flrtt
dam to give the river lit normal flow,
reducing Hie lakeeurfare eight frtt,
Tould reclaim o5,it acru of hud,
leaving a Imly uf water ft Ml In tho like
covering 23,000 acres. Thla, hn tayt,
woul I protect all the water rights In
the Jurdan river atij by the reduced
evaiuratlon would give water enough
to reclaim the 23l,u0 acria nf land
lylmi between Utah lake aud the Ureal
Halt Jjake. Thla would o.tl for

the fi3,uou acrea of grouud now
under Utah Lake, which it nil

aud will i reduce croia with-
out Irrigation.
