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IDAHO VOLCAKOKS.
NATURAL WOSD8R8 OF OUB NORTH-

ERN NEIGHBOR.

Boise City, 1. T. Nov. 5, 1886.

The extraordinary volcanic eruptions
in New Zealand have given an impetus
to the study of such phenomena in our
own country and elsewhere. Besides
the technical uteres, which these out
breaks of nature have aroused, the
masses hare been profoundly im
pressed by the published accounts of
them, and the volcanic centers have
been the subjects ol much speculation
in regard to the pr rnMi' of a simi-
lar eruption. Fire lion. in the
Yellowstone NaMM Turk, has
been the main ot thia
solicitude. Here the physical
conditions are a counterpart of
those at the antipodes. We have
ilar geysers and boiling springs, em-
bryo 4 creters and mud pots in all
stagee of action and all the varied re-su- its

fof a slow but long-continu- ed

aqua-volcan- ic disturbance. What'
ever may be the probability of afcerl
ous outburst in this locality in the fu
ture, the evidences of past eruptions
are not wanting. Some of these must
have been stupendous, lor, gauged by
the outpoiing of volcanic matter, the
late eruptions in New Zealand sink in
to iusl.ultlcance. Within a radius of
MX) miles the evidences of severe con-
vulsions of nature are everywhere
abundant, and extending toward the
west af far as the Sierra Nevada moun
tains a volcanic strip may be seen, fol
lowing the natural declivity cf the con
tlnent, and although of varying depth
and area, possessing the same igneouscharacteristics throughout. That these
flows have proceeded lrom different,
though closely allied sources is un-

questioned, and that the Fire Hole
basin has been the central aiid most
active of these seems equally certain.

The area of disturbances has been
proportionally large, and iueluded the
surrouuding bad lands, which may be
said to have scarcely cooled. Here the
springs still retain their warmth, be-

coming occasionally agitated from be
low, and the variegated soil, of soft
volcanic mud, is still under the influ-
ence of subterranean volcanic action.
These bad lands are experiencing a
teady and often a sudden change, a

lake sometimes marking the spot
where a hill stood the day' before, the
whole haviug apparently sunk into tiie
bowels of the earth and its place tilled
by the subterrauean waters. Ltorse
and rider have been engulfed while
pursuing their Journey through this
region, and many of those who have
mysteriously disappeared have been
traced to the bad lauds, where all signs
were lost. The region about the head
waters of the Madison, Jefferson and
Wind rivers, in Montana and Wyom
ing, offers, in addition; the most favor-
able conditions for losilization, the
amorphous strata heing a primeval
geological paradise.

Occu
pying a sunace area oi over iu,uw
square miles it covers the en-
tire country with a lava blanket
varying in depth from ten to
loo feet, tuc region, nowfcver, is not
entirely desert, as its name would im
ply, but on.the contrary, large portionsare as diversified as the fertile valleys itof California. Several rivers which
take their rise in the snow-capp- ed

Sawtooth range, course through the
country, into which they have cut deep
gorges and Anally disappear from view.
These "lost rivers," as they are called,are the oases of the desert, and after
their disappearance they may be beard
rumbling beneath the lava for many
miles.

The general aspect of the country is
weird in the extreme. The lava rises to
the view, taking every conceivable
form, the fantastic in nature being here
exemplified witnout limit. Deep A-
ssures intersect it at frequent intervals,
and many of those that have been
sounded are fathomless. A falling
boulder can be heard reverberating
against the sides of the chasm a minute
or more, and until the sound dies away
in the depths. This nas led many to tne
local Assure theory of the flow, and al-

though several reports have been pub
lished claiming that some oi tnese as
sures are siill in action, they have not
as yet been verified, and are perhaps
groundless.
