GARFIELD'S RESPONSE.

Te n Delegation of Young Men.
('LEVELAND, 8.—The first voters

| of the Garfield and Arthur battalion

of Cleveland, went to Mentor this
afternoon by a special train of six
ecars and cal on General QGarfield
at his Lawnfield home. The train
stupped at the farm, and the batta-
lion, headed by a bamd, marched to
the residence, where Hermann W,
Grammes, president of the organiza-
tion, made a brief,eulogistic address,
to which Gen. Garfleld responded
thus:

Mr. Chairman: This is no ordin-
ary event in the history of any man,
indeed in the history of any people,
when, as [ am told, that there are
4100 young men here who have made
this jeurney, not for any personal
purpose, bt Lo express those great
reneral earnest purposes that arise
in the hearts of active intelligent
young men, when they first grap-
pled the questions of their country.
I know of nothing quite like this n
vur history. With all the pleasure
it brings, [ am bound tosay it brings
a little disenchantment to me in
this. Always to this time | bhave
been accustomed to consider my-
scif 2 young man, (laughter and ap-
plause) if before your arrival any-
body had raised the question, |
shiould have asserted, with a good
deal of indignation, if anybody had
denied it, that I myseif was a young
man; but they tell me that you are
to cast your first national vole at a
presidential election. If that is so,
young man as I am, I was a voter
before any of you were born. Now,
to you young men and voters, 1 ask,
borrowing the ]nugua&i‘e of Rip Van
Winkle, when he awoke from that
long sleep, *“Who in the world am
[ (laughter and applause.) Imust
have passed theflush of youth at least,
but young gentlemen, [ have notso
far Jeft the coast of youth to travel
inland, but that L ean very well re-
niember the state of manhood from
an experience in it of some years,
aud there is nothing to me in this
world =0 inspiring as the possibilities
that lie locked up in the head and
breast of a young man; the ho
that lie before him; the great aspira-
tions around him and above him.
All these things, with the untried
pathway of life opening up its diffi-
culties and dangers, inspire him to
vourage, force and work, Now let
me say a word in answer to this
vreat kindness and compliment in
your coming to my house, about
~ome of the thoughts that I know
go into the hearts of young men, to
awake and inspire them, and some
of the delusions that are likely to
get into their minds. Let me speak
of one of the delusions that I think,
from the remarks of your chairinan,
vou are not likely to have. Itisa
delusion that affects all men moreor
le«s, particularly the young men—
the delusion that good things and
great things are some way ofl,
yvonder, away, abroad, That is one
of the delusions that I hope you are
not living fast. To illustrate that
outright. Over here 15 miles where
[ spent my childhood there is a
Invely little brook and gorge where
wo used to go down and find slate
stones and whittle them out into
pencils for ourselves, thas were bet-
ter than all the pencils sent from
abroad; but if any boy ever brought
into our school what is not in any
English dictionary, but in
schoolboys’ dictionary & boughten
pencil, he could get a whole handful
of our home- peneils for it, yet
every one of ours was better than
the best that he brought from
abroad. There was a delusion
among us that outside of us, away
from , us, WAaS glory, was
greatness. Now, as (o our country,
let us not get any such delusion
into our heads. 1 know thatitisa
wood thing for us to know all about
abroad, to know what it Is, to en-
largeour minds by it, but [ want
vou toTeel in the depths of your
heart that there is no abroad in all
this world that 1s halrequal in glory
to being an American here at home.
[Applause.] . Right here Jjm this
yard is a splendid specimen of
American sovereignty. KEnlarge it
into millions of men who vote and
you have the gmnd augusl sovereign
of this last and best-born of times—
the American Republic. g:pgame]
