They cannot
keep the peace, make arrests, hold
prisoners, nor perform - any other
duty, , all these things the bill
originally changes the relations of
the power of United States offi
cers aCnational elections, and it
discriminates against the authority
of the United States in a manner
which hai no precedent whatever.

In conclusion, it is proper to say
that no objection would be made to
the appointment of officers, to act
with reference to elections, by courts
of the United States, and that I am

favor of appointing onieers to su-

pervise and protect elections with
out regard to party, but the bill be-
fore me, while it recognizes the
power and duty of the United States
to provide Officers to guard and scru-
tinize congressional elections, fails to
adapt its provisions to existing laws
so as to secure efficient supervision
and protection.
