The riuints of that Stake,
the last which had been organized,
numbered over ,7tHj souls,-an- were
located in the north eudof juak River
Valley ; the soil there was very fertile,
and water was abundant and easily
brought out 011 the land by means of
canals; timber was also plentiful aiom;
the river and in the mountains: the
country offered superior inducements
for settlers; the speaker had visited
throughout Utah, and though tbeie
was still room heie, the opportunitiesfor jOUD; lutn who desired to
make home for themselves v.c;e
much better in the lianuoek Stake
than in any place lie hud
visited. Jn each of the settlements if
the iSaiuts there, the people had in-

formed him, there was room for from
liity to one huudred families, to ecith
occupy a quarter section of farming
lauU and acity iot.; this land could l e
obtaineil by paying th overmiieni
price. A feeling fxiU-'- unions tne
people, especially tlie young inen, to be
independent in life, ami in a country
like this the way was open, lie spoke
of these things for the benefit of those
who were here without remunerative
employment.
