The Whent Orop.
WasiiaNaToN, 17.—The October
retirus of the Department of Agri-
culture show that' the wkeat crop
is equal to or greater than last
vear's in all the States except Mary-
iand, Virginia, Texas, Kentueky,
AWisconsin, Minnesota, Towa and
IKansas. In Cemnecticut, Dela-
ware, South Carolina and illanuin,
it is about equal to last year's erop.
Other States have increased their
yield, and tife New England States
Inu increased theirs, almost reach-
z the splendid crop of the census
u ar approximating to a million

bushels. Maine has inereased her
vield 83 per cent. The guality in
these Siates is gonsiderably jm-
proved. The Middle States have
considerably enlarged and improv-
ed their yield, New York reporting
an increase of sixteen yer cent. Of
the South Atlantic Stales Mary-
land falls ome per c¢cent. and
Virginia =six per cent. below
I.ust.}mr, but thelr deficit is more
than made up by other Blates.
Georgla shows an igorease of 21
per cent. The g mlltvh slse Im-
proved. O the Gull States, Ala-
bama reports an increase of 23, and
Missiseippi of 2 per cent,; Texas re-
ports a decrease of 7 per cent. in
gquality; Alabama improves 29 per
cent, and dunﬂnﬂ
per cent., and Texas per onlt.
All four of the munm inland
States show an improyement in
2u;lity of from 4 per cent. in Ar-
ansas to seventeen per cent In

Tennessee. In qunl!rgo Arkansas
presents an increase of cent.,
Tennessee 29 cent., Wesk Vir-

ginia 23 per cent.,, Kentucky de-
elines 5 per cent. The crops in
these States area third greater than
in the census year. Ih North Ohio
and [llinois the c:op uals that of
