Father Crafts
says in the leginnlng the Indians
hoped for much aid fiom the gov-
ernment, to enable them to become
like the whites. They were, bow
ever, iu every way , mocked
and discouraged. Instead of being
wants they have felt Uiat they w ere
victims of unscrupulous poIlliciau,
who benefited by their misery.
Father Crafts adds:

"I know what I say, for I have
shared their euQeringa for many
years in their desjair. General
Crook brought them to hope. Their
confidence in him led them to hope
that he would lie able to realize
thrlr hopes. HU death was their

, and they felt it. The
Indians are not fuels, but men of
keen Intelligence. The reductions
in rations increased their fears.
Even the Indian agents protested
against tho cruelty. Mr. Lee, who
took the census, made grave mis-
take. He counted less than the
real numlers and made false reports
of prosperity that did not exist. It
ia not to be wondered at that they
believed in the Messiah, whom they
first doubled, and listened to every
deceiver who promised hope.

"Interested whites took advant-
age ofthls state of affaire and howl-
ed for troot. The army Indig-
nantly denied protested against the
false statements, but had to gc to
the scene of supposed danger. The
Interested whites persuaded them
that their entire destruction was
aimed at, and the Indians ran away
in fear and despair?

FatherJulz calmed them and I
brought tl- - in back to thu agency
and ttie liudnesa of General Brooke
couviuCEd Ihein f their safety.
The General's plan to send Indian
out after those still out was good
and would have succeeded If the
General were left alone.
