1 do not antic-
ipate neariuu such an orchestra at
home as the Boston Symphony Orches-
tra, nor such a perfect singer as Neva-
da (who will, before many weeks,
charm you w ith her sweet voice) for a
longtime, to come:, but I cannot see
any reasonable cause why we should
not have as good choral singing s may
be found anywhere in the world iu k
few years, if we try, as we have grow-iu- g

up around us the verv material ne-
cessary.

Children need music within their
comprehension. People grown to ma-

turity should have music containing
thoughts corresponding with their ad-
vancement in ability to think aud feel,

I did not intend this as a lecture iu
the interest of music at home, but
what is most in our thoughts will force
i l.self to the front. Let me close it by
appealing to all, to aid thoe who are
at present laboring to this end, with at
least their hearty approval and en-

couragement.
The more 1 become acquainted with

musicians here, the higher is ray esti-
mation of the natural talents of Utah's
rising musicians as vocalists, compos-
ers, and instrumentalists; it is the
technical pait mat is wanting.

Elders aru bound to leave those parts
through the winter seasou, so as not
a be exposed to the cold, which is a
draw back to the mission.

conimuuity. I also feel to say to the
readers of the JS'kws, that 1'resident
Win. M. l'aliuer has been a faithful
President over the Northwestern Mis
