TREATY WITH JAPAN.

The President to-day issued a pro-
clamation promulgating the extradi-
tion treaty with Japan, which was rat-
ifled after being amended by the
Sepate last June.

The fo.lowing is the proclamation:

This treaty 1s made (Fublic to thé
end that the same and every clause
thereof as amended may be observed
and fulfilled with good faith by the
United States and the citizens thereof.

In witness whereof I have hereuntn

set my hand and eaused the

[sEar.] sesl of the United States to
be aflixed.

Done at the Clﬁy of Washington, this
third day of uﬂnber. In the year of
our Lord 1886 of the Independ-

t ence of the United Statcs the one
hundred and eleventh.

MissAzenath Sampson,an aged nurse,
says she went to live in lchabod Wash-
burn’s family when Eliza Washburn,
Moen’s first wife was onl{ 12 years old,
She has nursed and been lntimate with
both families Irom that time to this.
Wilson has cut hisa own fingers in tell-
10k this story for such an event as he
alleges could pot bave taken place
without her knowledge. B8She has
nursed both of Moen’s wives at the
birth of all kis children, and has
konown him intimateiy since he was 21
years old. He was always a Kind, Just
and upright man, and a most fafttiful
and loving husband and father.

All
stie wonld admit was that her father
was at one time a church member, and
that after he was taken ill he often
spoke to them on the subject of doing
right, and that Levi Wilson supplied
ber with money.

The Jowrnal reporter saw Mrs,
Young, another sister of Levi Wilson,
at Putnam, Cosnecticut, this after-
noon.
