Summer Pests—Potatoe Bugs and
Gallinippers.

The potatoe bug can not be ig-
nored. Neither can the gallinipper.
Both the one aud the other are
having jolly times at Rockaway, at
Canarsie and in the City of
Churches. At Rockaway the beach
is alive with the bugs, and bathers
who enter the breakers find them-
seives surrounded by the half dead,
half lively insects, who float in and
float out, until some enterprising |
wave sends them far up on the
sand. Then, under the revivipg

inffluence of the surn, they recover |
cungceiousness and march ofl quick- |
ly toward the hotels, the grn'lli-
fields and the gardens. Nu oune |
secms to know where they comve |
from. Butitis very evident where |
they are going. The potatoe fields
at Canarsie, and of a'l the
roundabout, are denuded of every
leaf, and the vegetable itself is ut- |
terly destroyed. In that vicinity |
egg plant is largely cultivated. or
this delicious viand the Lbug mani ‘
fests marked partiality, aud all the
patches in which that plant is|
grown are devastated and ruiln-\I_|
The streets of Brooklyu are alive
with theni. They crawl upon the
pavements, enter atl the windows,
creep upon the walls, and nestle in
the beds. It does no good to sweep
them out, for they rally in force
and return, It is unpleasant to
mash them on the carpet. It
impossible to drite them ofll
The great social prolLlem
longer ““How about the
but “How shall we be rid of the
potato-bugs?” A reporterof a com- |
ic paper called on Farmer White, |
of Bergen County, N. J., aud told |
him he wanted “‘material for a|
funny article on the potato-bug.” |
BrotherWhite regarded the reporter |
intently for a moment, then lead—
ing him toa window, poiuted im-|
pressively to a desolated tomato!
ficld, bur=t into tears, and lef't him
without a word., These bugs e
no longer an entertainment, They
are & great public puisance, wnder
everybody's teet, and in every-
body’s mouth. They come from
the \West in swarms.  ‘Uhey ily,
thiey hop, they run, they float, they
jump. They travel on boals, in |
cars, by wagons. Various theories
are advanced about the myriads
that come by waler. Some asserl
that, overcome by long tlights
across Lhe water, they fall exhaust-
ed en the surtace. Others argue
that instinet leads them to the
water, on which they trust thems-
seltes in full expectation of a bliss-
ful entrepot beyond the sea. But
however men may difler on that
peint, they absolutely agree on the
tuct of the abiding presence of the
mouster pests. An ingenious far-
mer of New Jersey has invented an
instrumentality of 1elief, so far as
poiato fields and tomato patches
are concerned, 1t consists of a large
tingot, looking not unlike an oyster
=tew-pan, the bottom of which is
inade of gauze wire, This pot he
fills with a mixture of 1%uris green
and plaster, in parts of one to
twenty. This, by the ald of a long
handle attached to the pot, he
sprinkles vn the leaves of the plant,
the bugs inpocently partuke there-
of aud incontinently die. He
charges nothing for the iuforma-
tion, and guarautecs the cure.
Other farmers act  ditlerently.
I'hey earefully pick the Lugs from
the leaves and scoop them up on
shiovels and carry them in barrels
to the sea sliore, where they dump
them on an outgoivg lide, This
is rather a boomerang arrangement,
bowever, for while a few thousand
may be drowned, the great multi-
tudes return, and when thrown
upon the sandy beach, and exposed
to the inspiring heat of the sun,
propagation is acceleraled, aud
what was bad before becomes worse
and worse indeed. An enterpris-
ing keeper of bathing houses near
Rockaway dvg a large hole, a kind
of pit in which, on the ashes of a
large fire, he shovels bushels of the
bugs, and covers them with earth.
The gallinippers are a species of
horse fly of tremendous size, with
vast powers of suction. They infest
the beaches and attack the bathers.
Horses and babies are their fuvorite
objects of assault, and several lash-
ings are sometimes needed te make
them let go their hold. Their bite
is poisonous to a ceriain extent,
causiog a kind of rash to break oul
on the skin. Between the two
plagues, the bugs and the flies, out-
of-towners have rather an uneasy
summer.,—Necw York Sun.
