Thu facility with
which the Argentine Ileiiublle ob-
tained foreign loans through the aid
of llarlog Bros, fostered all manner of
prodigious enterprises and cau.-e- d tho
country to develop at a tremendous-
ly rapid rate. I doubt if any other
country ever has gone ahead like
ours. It has produced extravairant
speculation and bred an optlm'stic
spirit among the leopie whiih
makes them iinpatii-u- t of auvtliiug
like sober coumel.
