and the declaration of the other faction
that Dr. Newman was pastor by refus-
ing to accept3 of his politically
tendered resignation would re-
sort to the - civil courts for
redress. This step has been taken. The
Kanney party have filed their com-

plaint, reciting the history ot the case
and supporting their statements with
corroborating . affidavits,- - and asking
for Judgment of the court that Dr.
Newman is not pastoi1 of the church
nor entitled to salary since the vote of
the church meeting discontinuing his
services, and restraining , him from
acting as Its pastor and restraining
the trustees from recognizing him as
such, or paying him any. salary, A
temporary Injunction has been grant-
ed by the court In compliance with the
petition of the complainants. J

United
states, the disposition of P. E. Fund
as.sets, etc. The present bill offers
additional sections and a substitute
section for Section .Eighteen of the
former amendments, . so x that this
tuakes a complicated piece of patch-
