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THE WONDERS OF ILI:I“TIH'IW

The following,—the climax of all sen-
sation stories ever printed, is now golng
the rounds of the press. Munchausen
and Gulliver are completely thrown
into the shade by it.

Oa the 18th of April 1565, in tlw(l-ris-
on of Villerica, (Province of Minas
(eraes) in Brazil, two men named
Averio and Carines were executed at
the same time, In Brazil, executions
take jlace with closed doors, in the
interior of the prison. Dr. Lorenzo y
Carmo, of Rio Janeiro, well known by
savants for his remarkable works on
electricity applied to physiology, hia
surgical skiil, and his success in auto-
plastic operations, obtaived permission
to profit by this event, in order to ex-
periment on the power of electrieity,
and to illustrate its unuogr with some
of the phenomena of life. The numer-
ous experiments hitherto attempted
have been madeon the head and trunk
separately. Dr. Joremnzo y Carmo’s
design waa, I p ble, to umnite the
head to the neck after decapitation.

The heads of the two criminals fell
within a few minutes of each other into
the same basket—first that of Carines,
then that of Averio. Immediately af-
ter this second execution, a compres
slon was eflfected by a pupll of Dr. Lo-
renzes on the carotid arteries of one of
the heads so as to stop the hemorrhage.
The body was then placed on a bed
already prepared and Dr. Lorenzo stuck
the head as exactly as possible on the
section and kept It In that position.
The cells of a powerful electric pile were
applied to the base of the neck and on
the breast. Under this influence, as in
former experiments, the respiratory
movements were perceptible. As Lhe
blood, which penetrated in abundanes
through the surface of the sear, threat-
ened o stop the passage of air, Dr. Lo-
renzo had resource to tracheotomy.
Hespiration theua ensued regulariy.
The head was [astened 10 the gody by
stitches and by a special sppars'us.
The physiologist wished to ascertain
for how long a time this appearance of
:lr. could thas be artificially malntain-

His astonishment was great when he
saw that, at the end of two hours, not
only did respiration still continue un-
der the Influence of the electric current
but thas circulation had even resumed
A certain regularity. The pulse beat
feebly, but sensibly. The experiment
was continued without Interamission.
At the emd of sixty<two hours, It was
evident, to the astonlshment of every
one, that a process of cicatrization had
commenced on the lips of the section.
A litkle iater, signs of life manifested
themseives spoataneously in the head
and limbas, till then deprived of motion.
At this moment the director of the pris-
on, arriving for the first time In the ex-
periment-room, observed that, by a siu-
gular mistake dueto the haste of the
operation, the head of Carines had been
taken for that of Aveiro, and had been
applied to the body of the latter. The
experiment was continued notwith-
standing. Three days later, the respir-
alory movemeanis reproducedthemselves
and electriclty was suppressed. Doctor
Lorenzo y Carmo and his assistants
were stupefled, frightened at a result so
unexpected, and at the power of an
agent whieh, iatheir hands had restored

learned surgeon, who had only
bhad in view a simple physiological ex-
periment, employed all his skill to con-
tinue the work, which science, aided
by Natare, had so singularly com-
menced. He assisted the process of cic-
alrization, which progressed under the
moet favorable coaditions. By means
of an wsophagian probe liquor nourish-
ment was lntroduced into she stomach.
At the ead of about three months, the
cicatrization was complete, and motion,
though still diouls, ame more aad
more extended. At longth, at the end
of seven months and a half, Aveiro Ca-
rines was able to rise and walk, feeling
only s slightstiffoess In the neck, and s
feebleness of the limbs. —Annales de la
Chirwurgic Etrangere.
