The history of
your tribe U filled with the murders
of the white race. Even among
your inuian neighbors you ate
known a.' a domineering and 'ty-
rannical . tribe. The old' set-
tlers in the - --ountry reportas '! many as . three hundred
murders committed by you within
.the Ilmltsof the present generation.
Along the snores or thu beautiful
litUe-lak- e, in view of which we
now stand, there are the graves of
over sixty victims of jviodoc barbar-
ity, all murdered by your immedi
ate ancestors in one brutal act-- Theywere peaceful emigrants, men, wo
men ana children, passing quiet-
ly through the country, on a
public - highway. For these
many crimes ' no adequate
punishment has ever been visited
upon tne guilty, either as a tribe, or
Individually. Upon . the contrary,the government has tacitly over
looked them. A few years ago., re
gardless 01 these acts ot treachery,it gave you a reservation, land
ror .. nome, where ir you
chose you could remain and
enjeyf the annual ' bounties iof
the government unmolested. You
all went upon the reservation
thus provided and a particular tribe
has remained.' Cut you and your
band seem to have preferred the war-
path. You hid the reservation, you
spurned the kindness of the govern-mea- t,

And even resisted the soldiers
in the execution of their duties to
force you bock , to the reservation.
You hastened. . a war, emulating!
the bloody deeds of yon r fathers.
You too again strewed the shores
of Tula Lake with the slain victims
of ' yonr ' bloody. , band. "All

zens unsuspectingly siaughtereawhile ; at their dally avocations,
You then Had to your stronghold
la the lava bed and prepared for
war and defied the power of the
government.

As
such, since my; arrival here as suc
cessor to ijerw Uanoy, wnomyou
murdered with your own hands, I
have made unremitting war upon
you until at last you have been
captured after much expense to
the government 'and the loss of
many, valuable lives. I Now that. I
have recounted te you the historyof your tribe, and the recent acts of
yourseirand band, X will close this
Interview by informing you that I
have this day directed that you and
confederates, members: of your
band, be executed at sunset ow

ia the presence of the troops,
pazaded for that purpose, your peo
ple and the assembled citizens of
theeountry.w ' - -;

While I was preparing a list of
those whom I Intended to execute,
a courier arrived with Instructions
from Washington to hold the pris-
oners until further orders. After
the execution I intended organizing
a force for the parpose of starting
for Columbia ana prooaory ior JLap-wa- i,

for the purpose of seeing and
talking with as many chiefs as pos-
sible while en route. I knew that
the nsomnt execution of th Modoc
outlaws would facilitate peace talks
among the Indians of Oregon and
Washington Territory, : aa wu as
California, and have a tendency to
quiet the Indians all throogn the
country, .ine.iauuuu su auuw
that we have captured, the Modocs,
and tley will quickly learn the
news if the death penalty is In--
lllctea. The achievement .would
result in a mutual benefit to both
Indians and whites. . With the
prestlg--e the troops have gained, we
couM do a great deal of good by
such campaign. - :
