PARis.—The Monitewr de Sowr publi-
ahed yesterday an article fall of confi-
dence and resolution.

Bitche, Prlalzebourg, Verdun, all
defended by the army and their inbabl-
tants, answer with their gnns to the
arrogant summons of the enemy. The
natienal defense commences, it but just
commences and every Frenchman is
ready to answer the call of his country.
Oar National Guard, Guard Mobile
and volunteers who are on the way to
the Voeges Mountain, there shall the
Prussiane find their match, They have
asked for a war of races, and such they
shall have.

The Constitutionel says the plan ofcon-
quest of the Prussiaus conpoimny long-
er be a matter of doubt. The German
Empire takes advantage of the Hoheusz-
ollern dyuasty to insugurate its policy
of spoilation of Freuch territory.
The departments which the chances of
war has given to the enemy, the King
o Prussia commands at pressent ss a
territorial Sovereign. A decree has been
issued by the King of Prussia, Jaled at
St. Avold, abolishing conscriptions in
all Freoch territory occupied by Ger-
man troops.
