Thus it will be seen that either
the certificate of naturalization,' or
the record of the same, is "conclu-
sive evidence1" thereafter of the
fact of the naturalization of the
alien.

There are newspapers and rpubllc

depressed condition of all the
States during the present year, a
prolonged depression which has
beggared thousands of citizens and
soured the miuds of a large propor
tion of t he people at large towards
the administration, the present
Congress, and, the republican lead
ers and party generally; is duo.

President Grant himself, accord
Ing to the newspapers, disclaims
all responsibility for the causes of
the change In the public mind. He
assumes perfect innocence, ana
throws the blame upon Congress
and the party. There is nothing
very magnanimous In this. It Is

certainly not' so self-denyin- g, not
so generous, as the action of the
Liverpool woman who to save her
husband from blame and punish
ment asserted that ahe had bitten
her own note, oX Of course this
was a physical impossibility, but
men morally, according to the pro
verb, can accomplish that extraor
dinary and foolish feat.

Whether or hot Grant is blam
able for the republican defeats-i- s

not our particular business to de-

termine. It must be left to the
public This thing may be sur-

misedjudging from late develop
ments, the public verdict may net
bo "altogether so flattering to the
self-lov- e of 'the President as his
own opinion is reported to be. .

Whether or not any of the res
ponsibility for the late issue, upon
all T the counts 'mentioned; can be
fairly laid upon President Grant, is
a matter of discussion, but there is
one point to which he will be held,
and from which he cannot possibly
get away, and that is, he was the
first, of the whole line of eighteen
presidents ef the United States, who
coolly and uellberateljor In any
way whatever, signed his name to

bill doubling his own salary at
the expense , of the people, who
were already heavily tax-ridde- n

and groaning under the burden of
a public debt, grievous to be borne,
and exceeding-- two thousand mil
lions of "dollars, which was heaped
up in between four and five years
by the party now In power, and
whom the President represents.

Here was poor Lincoln, who lit
erally gave his life to the Union.
He was President when greenbacks
were worth about two-fift- hs of their
face In gold, jet he received his
yearly salary of only $23,000, while
Grant, when greenbacks had ap
proached par, readily appended ills
sign-manu- al to what is vulgarly
known as the tack-pa-y and salary-gra-b

bill, giving the President not
one $25,000 a jrenr only but two $25,
000. Whatever the President may
think of thl3 act of his, posterity
will be very, likely to discuss it as a
not very powerful evidence of dls--
