Best Sugar in California.

The riaiita Cruz Courier gives
he following highly favored state

ment of Ihe workings of the beet
sugar mill at Soquel, but omitted
n it a li.--t of tiie dividends:

'The factory has tlie capacity
for turning 9,000 tons ot beats an- -

niaily into first class, wliolcsoino
ugai; but the land they have un

der cultivation only furnishes them
about o,-0(- ) tons. They would pur-
chase U,.j0u tons more, at $1 50 per
ton, if they could ho hud. As the
production is short this year, they
will not have enough beets to run
them more than live months, and
will make 111 that time 1.0 10.00 J
pounds of sugar. They consume
fifty tons or beets a day, making
therefrom 8,0)0 pounds of sugar,
this being 8 per cent of the whole
weight. They are turning out hue
crushed A, grauulated, aud 1J

sugar, the moat of which is shipped
to the Ban t ranclsco market. 1 he
works have been in operation for
eeven years, the cost of construc
tion being $100,000. .Now we will
produce a few figures given by Mr.
Otto, iu order to see whether this
investment Is a paving one: Its
total production of sugar iu five
months, or laO days, is 1,040,000
pounds, which at 11 cents per
pound, tho average price, gives a
sum total of receipts at $119,000.
We will take, as an example, one
day's run, and from the expenses
and profits of that length of time
we can see what the total amount
of clear money 1?:
