draw out the entile vote of the Te- -

ntory on tUls important otvaaiou,it has been determined to hold a
Teople'a Territorial Convention,
composed of Delegates from the
several counties, to convene at the
City Hall J n Bait Lake City, on
Saturday, Octcter 7th, 187t, at
12 m.

The business of this convention
will be to nominate a candidate for
delegate to Congress, aud to inau-
gurate such measures us will insure
increased attention to our elections
throughout the Territory. The
number of delegates to compose the
Territorial Convention lias been
fixed at seventy-eigh- t, being twice
the number of the Councilors aud
Representative in the Legislative
Assembly, ami the allotment of
delegates to the teveral counties
has been bad, as far as iKefIble,
upon their representation in the
Legislature. To secure the properelection of these delegates it is sug-
gested that each county hold a
county convention, composed o(
delegates seut from primary meet-tug- s

previously held in the several
precincts. The delegates to the
Territorial convention should come
duly authenticated with creden-
tials signed by the Presideut and
Hecretary of tho convention

them, it will be well for
each convention to appoint alter-
nate delegates to represent the
comity in case of the failure of the
regular delegates to be present at
the convention, it is also suggest-
ed that each County Convention
while iu session appoint a CountyCentral Committee to attend to all
election matters iu its county,which Committee should immedi-
ately organize and place itself lu
communication with the People'sTerritorial Central Committee at
Salt Lake City, that concert of
action in these matters may be
secured throughout the Territory.The number of delegates to "the

TRESPASS, AND CONCERNING AM

ISec. 2. No cattle, horses, mules,
sheep, goats or hogs shall be al-
lowed to run at large within the
limits of this City, aud all euch an-
imals so found may be taken up by
any jersou and driven to the
pound, and the owner of said ani-
mals shall be liable to pay a fine
not exceeding ten dollars for each
animal,

The owt.eii of ail animals so run-Din- g

at large are hereby notified that
the ordinance relating thereto will
be enfoictd from aud after this
date, they will therefore Bave them-
selves trouble and expense by im-

mediately complying with the law,
and keeping their animals off the
streets.

Chicago, 21.--T- he Iliiivs special
correspondent with Crook tele-
graphs from the expedition, on the
Belie Fonrche, Sept. 15th, that the
commanding officers and men lived
almost exclusively on horse and
pony during their march from the
morning of the seventh to tho
fourteenth. They had lost from
300 to 400 horses eince leaving Pow-
der River August L'titb, and the re-
mainder are weakly and out of con-
dition. Gen. Crook expresses his
opinion that Crazy Horse is tho
head and front of the trouble in
the Hills. He had ordered 800
ponies from Laramie Plains to re-
mount the cavalry and pursue this
chief, but Sheridan's orders to meet
him at Fort Laramie tpolled this

Thi combined interests of the
people aro divided into about fif-

teen separate departments, each
under tho liianageuient ot a suit-
able foreman, who keeps the ac-
counts of his lespcctive business.
At tho end of each year these ac-
counts ate usoh-e- d under one gen-
eral head, and a dividend declared
as in the case of any other ptivate
business or li rni.

Tho woollen factory is a neat
model, and ltiryUhed with machin-
ery of the latest and most approved
style, producing very excellent
cloth, :md of great vatiety.

The tannery is the beit in the
Territory, furnishing leather grad-
ing from tho heavy cowhide to the
fino roanskin. Twenty boot and
shoe makers are constantly em-

ployed, making up this leathcrinto
various styles, suitable to tho tastes
of the buyers, whether wood-hauler- s,

or trippers of the fantastic toe
ill can be suited. Also several

saddle and harness makers are en-

gaged, making up goods for their
department, and supplied with
leather from their own tannery.

In tho tailoring department a
number of young ladies, with sew-

ing machines, are constantly en-

gaged making up all kinds of gen-
tlemen's clothing for sale and
custom work. In this department
I saw very line straw-braide- d hats,
fur both ladies and gentlemen,
mado up by ladies of Brigham
Citv, the straw being of their own
raising.
