LUTHER ON FUTURE PRODBA-
TION.

————

EvireNThy the inspiration of the Al-
mighiy enlightened the mind of Martin
Luther to a marked degree, and gave
him glimpses of the meaniag of cer-
taja passages of Scripture which were
impenetrable to bis countemporaries
and followers. There is reason to be-
lieve that some of his teachings, orat
least thAt some of the opinioos ex-
pressed by hlhwa upon certain doctrinal
points, have been soppressed among
the sect which he founded, and amonyg
thg followers of that corps of reform-
ers of which he was a central figure.
Tbis la notably true of some of Lis
sayings relative to the social system of
the children of Israel, and vpon at
least one other scriptaral topic, he
#ave expression to opinions which
have not, since his death, been ac-
cepted by his followers. The agitation
of the question of futare probation,
which has distarbed the theological
world so seriously auring recent vears,
especially ln this country, has led toan
Investigation of Luther's positionin
relation te the subject, The resuit s
quile interesting, oxs feature of it be-
ing Lthe bringing forth of a letter writ
ten by Luther in the year 1522 to HHans
Yan Rechenberg, in which the follow-
ing passage®, which the Christian Liicn
of New York vouches for as belpga
correct translatlon from the origiocal,
wCCcura:
