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The Sewing Girls of Boston.

THEIR PITIFUL LIFE DESCRIBED
BY ONE WHO HAS TRIED IT.

Bostox, April 21.

The following was related to me
Ly a lady of good sense as the result
of her personal experience and ob-
servation among the sewing girls
of one of the large firms in Boston.
It seems to me that too much can-
not be said on this subject, or
attention of the community toe
often called to the injustice of em-
ployers towards these poor girls.
Thisx lady s a widow, and has a
daughter and hersell to sup :ort
She told me her story in
words—

When I first came here Lo Boston
I didn’t have quite as much mon
as I wanted, and so [ thought
would just go down to , and
tuke my machine and see what I
could make at that work. I didn’t
need to do it, particularly, because
I could earn anore money taking
care of the sick, and, besides, I was
more used to It lmt I went more
than half to see how the girls wete
treated. 8o [ teok my machine
and started—I had to pay for hav-
ing it carried up stairs, and had to
¢limb so many flights that when I
arrived [ was not fit to run a ma-
chine for half an hour. Well, I
supposed, of course, I could earn as
mm h as a dollar and a half a day—

I didn’t want to raise my expecta-
tions, so put it, as [ thought, low—

thosmht warh fter I ot
used to it, I ah(:ulcl :I”;llam‘al‘. e

They gave me a linen suit to
make up, the stitehing, bands,
ruflles, cuffs and collar, all to be
finished complete for sale, and the
woman said to me (seeing probably
that I looked as if I knew how to
sew ), ‘I suppose ycu can make two
of thase in a day. I am pretty
used to sewing—was a dressmaker
when I was first married—but that
rather surprised me—two in & day!
Well, I thought of ecourse 1 shall
get two dollars or more for them,
and that will be doing pretty well.
I made that one suit in a day, and
how much do you suppose [ was
paids for it? Sevenfy ‘cenfs! And
therd weie seventy-five girls
or more in that room, some
young and pretty, many with
no homes, and with ‘their board to
Qn) out of scren’y cents a day!

one of them could make much
more than that, and many were
wholly inex rerienc'ed, so made
much less. The second day I was
there they gave me a white wrap-
per and tucks and that took me a
day and a half,and I had for it
nincty cents, while a white suit
covered with ruffies nnd insertion,
which took me three fs brought
the enormous price of §1.50. Then
the forewoman—and it seems as if
they were always selected for their
hardness of heart—gave the work
to the g:ris merely cut out, no put-
ting to-gether or showing how it
should be done.—CUor. Springficld
Republican.
