Eraptlooof Ind and llorki In Jalln-

The great eruption lUntlalwn hot
Ptagi Japan tight years ago which
woo almost unprecedented In volcanic

oulbunts has Just been paralleled by n

similar disaster IIn the same dlitrict of
Japan thought fortunately tills lime tho
pleasure resorts near limo volcanic moon
lain hero deserted because the season
had not begun Hail time eruption taken
place later In the iiutnmcr Ibo lies of life
wouldl probably huo run lulu hundreds
as It did at Umdil nn when tlietllsaslcr
brought mourning to to musty houH-
bolili

On the morning March 6tli tbo-
r hcnu of Fukiuhtnu prcftcturt
Japan werestarlleil by a rumbling noite
The sullen roar continued for thirteen
hours and the earth woo shaken violent-
ly riameti tossed from five visible
cracks in the mountain sides and dense

obscure the sky fur miles
end The water of the River Sill

owi III tributariesl became turbid
and the people wero panicstricken

The eruption occurred about midway
between the high peaks of IllgashlAi-
uin and AiumaI 1ugl The rumbling
noises commenced at il oa m and
did not cease until ten minutes alter
midnight On the loth a second crop
tan took placel in the imnwdUl-
ineighboihood of the Oral and the ok
above thin mountain eta cuvrd tut
idense anmoke 01 rho time

by a landstln cxtendinj too fret In
length 7 or 8 feet In width anti 140 or
