Rawlings In his cell, he agaln con-
fessed to partiepating In the Wyoming
erime, He tells how he and three others
shot Lincoln J. Morlson, a prominent
sheepman, from the brush, staylug at
the ranch of a cattleman who hired
him to do the deed, and then fled in the
morning on horses furnished by the
cowman, who, at last refused to pay
them the 3600 aplece he had promised,
but told them it they did not clear out
that he -would blsw their braing out,
Then Rawlings sald they rode to a cers
taln place near the Burlington, turned
thelr horses loose, threw their gund
into n creek and rode In a box car to
Billings, where Rawlings himself hired
out to Rudolph Madasen, the Blue Water
rancher, who arrested him on Monday
pfter hearing the man talk in his sleep,
but again this afternoon iawlings con
tradicted that story In which he hnd
even detalled the cowman's nppearance
and described his family and brand,
His latest - declaration % that he
lenrned all the detalls of the erime he
has been telling from four men he met
at Bridger, who gave him $500 in cash
to say he committed the erime,
Mojrison, the man shot, subsequently
recovered, but hig mother has a stand
ing reward of 33600 for the arrest and
conviction of his assaflants, Sheriff
Potter wired the postmaster at Wigs
gins, Colo, today in order to learn

ENRICHING POOR SOIL,

The soll In the greatest source of the
wenlth, comfort and also of the luxuries
that man enjoys, Most of hig food comes
from 1t direetly and the rest of it indl-
rectly, exgept that which comes from
the water, Bo does his ciothlmg and most
of the beautiful things that ndd to Hfe's
pleasures It 18 the medium through
which he #ecolves from the hund of his
Creator and Provider almost everything
good,  The sunshine and the rain give
him  thelr blessings through 1L, The alp
also does po In part The wolld earth
yieldg up her trepsures In large meusurs
through the soll; for the rocks are de-
compoded and thelr mineral salls become
a part of the netive agents in plant
growth,

We may very properly asgk ourselves,
what Is the m-lf‘f Of what s It composed
and how 18 It made? Are the solls with
which we are working shitable o our
purposes or aot, Thut Is, are they rich
Or poor, 4% we would rate them? If they
nre ot then how shall we make them
s0

I'he soll I8 not a dead, Inert moss of
clay and sand, which are the residue of
True enough, It Is largely egmposed of
ruckd thut have been peduced to powder
rocks that have been reduce dto powder
atd meal by the action of the forees of
natury In bygone ages; and at the pros-
ent doay they are still at work ans busily
ne over. Within these pocks there was
gtored many elements, which wWhen re-
leased from thelr  pronsey condition, If
we knew whnt that condition was, and
mixed or combined with each other and
with other clements bhecom i
;.,,“ of  the food of plants  that
iwave thelr home In and upon the
sall Howeyer, some of these miner=
al plant foods are also stored In vost
beds in the earth In much more than ore
dinary proportlons, ps every Intelligont
cultivator of the soll now kpnows, and of
which he wiscly takes advantage when
NECESENry,

In addition ta minerals there are or-
ganic substances In the form of decayed
and decaying vegetable and anlmal mat-
ter, that form an important part of the
soll, They are In 4 most readily obtain-
able condition for plant food. They are
to plantg ke milk I8 to  the animal
world, belng not only rich in plant food
but In very digestible forms

Hesldes the Inanimate parts of the
B0l there are myriads of bacterlal fer-
ments and other mioroscople  organisms
thut haye thelr home fn it and assist In
performing certaln work that |8 of the
most useful character in plant growth,

A rich or fertlly soll i¥, therefore, u
mixture of Inorganic matter and of depd,
dying and Uving organic matter. ‘In
what state our partlicular golls may be
that we have to deal with, for the pro-
duction of this, that or the other crop
thut wa may be growlng is something
thiat we must know If we are to oblaln
tho best resuits. How shall we know?
Bhidl we call In the chemist to.tell us?
Thut may be necessiry In some cases, bhut
We ¢ usunlly get better answers from
the  crops themselves, Experlenoes will
gulde us and this experionce i bost had
by carefully noticing how things grow
under different treatment as to tlage and
manuring. The farmer and horticliturist
have serlous and complleated prohlems
before them, and It becomes them to ap-
1y thelr hest endeavors to thelr solution.
They will never be fully solved, even in
ole particular case, but they may be In
sutficlent cdegree to answer all practical
Purposes, ’

I we have poor solls we usually know
it, The crops have told us 80, They
may bhe unproduetive in  thelr present
conditlons, but there may be within them
some of the elements of fertility in ample
measure, Others may have thelr plant
foolds largely In latent or unavallable
forms. There may be lack of humus,
which we are getting to know more and
more s of the utmost fmportance., We
may be negligent or lgnorant In the mate
ler of proper tillage. Boll molsture nay
be Insufficiont, especially nt the eritionl
perfods.  We may be growing the wrong
crops, All these things must be under-
ptood theoretionlly and the grower able
to apply his knowelge (0 the cases In
hand

Firat, let the right erop be grown.
Constlt the neighbors and the Hteraturo
on  that particular subiect Keep your
eyes open and all the othaer Benses acute
If something fundamont I8 wrong
never rest untll you know why that erop
does not prosper Be sure to kKeep the
801l full of humus, No sort of crop will
do much that cannot put Its feeders Into
n bed of decaying organic matter It
not only hasfood In i, but it holds molg-
ture ke n sponge. It I8 to a plant, like
bread and milk to o hungry child, 1f
the molsture 8 not there It is largely
your fault, even in a dry time, In the
arld reglons the grower will provide frri-
gation or pay the penalty of his own
negligence, or possibly, his misfortune, In
thy ralny sectiong there fs much less ex-
Cuse Nature usunlly provides watee
onough from above to carry the crops
throughout thelr periods of growth, It
I8 our duty to conserve It, [f we have
the soll In a porous condition, and not
barren of humus and compact and hard
from lack of ample and timely stirring,
It Wil absorb the rain and melted snows
when they come Molsture  dissolves
the avallable plant food in the soll and
helps In the dissolution or unlocking of
that which Is not available,

The lending principls In and gervice of
good  tlnge 8 th conservation of
mofseture that part of the soll lying
belaw the Immediate surface The finer
wnd dryer the first two or three ine hes s
made the molster will he that below
It i highly important that this truth
be well understood, Armly fixed in the
mind and practised most thoroughly It
will do more to help overcome the eom-
