It is an evergreen, 'Its
sap la a delicious fluid resembling the
finest Jersey milk, only sweeter and
richer tban even that. When the
negroes are thirsty they cut into the
side of tbe trunk as one would bore iu to
a maple for sugar water, and the milk
gushes fortblna great stream. It Is
both food and drink, so rich U it. After
a little time It erows thick and yellow.
and a cream rises to the top.. It baa a
iragrant ooor. w nen a cow tree is
tapped, the natives batten from ail
quarters with their bowls to catch the
fiow of milk. The fluid Is while. Sun
rise is the best time to tap the tree, for
then the. sap flows most abundantly.
