WAserNatoN, 29 The following
proclamation has been issued by the
President:

Whereas, Satisfactory "evidence
has been given to me by the gov-
ernment of His Majesty, the Em
neror of China, that no discriminat-
ing duties of tonnage or imports are
imposed or levied in the ports of
that nation upon vessels wholly
belonging to citizens of the United
States or upon the produce, manu-
factures or merchandize imported in
the same.

Therefore I, Rutherford
Hayes, President of the United
States of America, by virtue of the
authority in me vested by law, do
hereby declare and proclaim that
the foreign discriminating duties of
tonnage or import within the Unit-
ed States are and shall be suspended
and discontinued so far as respects
the vessels of China and the produce,
manufactures and merchandize im-(tort-

therein into the United
States from China, or from nny
other foreign country, soong as the
exemption aforesaid on the part of
China of vessels belonging to citi-
zens of the United States and their
cargoes shall be continued and no
longer.

In testimony whereof, I have
hereunto set my hand and caused
the seal of the United States to le
affixed. Done at the City of Wash-
ington, this 23d day of November,
A. I). 1880, and of the independence
of the United States of America the
one hundred and fifth.
