1t is sald that the earth trembled
very perceptibly as if inthe throes of an
earthquake. pon gaining the opep
alr a huge ball of fire was secn 1n the
beavens, travellng with great rapidity
from north to south, from
which flames were shooting 1n
every direction. One . continual
sound of explosions was heard simi-
lar to the booming of cannon. - All at
once the flying meteor,seeming to have
exhausted its force, fell with a fearfnl
crash to the groumi, striking a small
cabln occupied by s sheep herder and
burying itself In the earth to a depth
of 20 feet. The ground for 100 feet
around is fearfally torn up and there is
nothlen‘f left to show that the cabin ever
existed. Three herders who were
lslce(r in the bullding are known to be
killed. The mass of fire continues
te send forth heat and smoke from
Iis self-made cavern, and no one can
approach nearer than one hundred
yards of the location. The smoke is
very strong insnlphur and the super-
stitlous are firm im their belief Lhat
hades has broken forth amongst them.
When this phenomenon struck the
earth the re?ort of the explosion was
beard for miles around snd so great
was the shock that people in the vicin-
ity were thrown violently to the
round. Great excilement prevalls
ere and a large party composed of
men and wowen will visit the scene
to-morrow, when a more detalled ac-
count will be given.
