ment.

If popular government and universal
suffrage dre o have any res| meapioge,
the peorple must he piaccd jo a posi-
tion to know what is golng on: where-
as all. our present arrangements,
whether by the secrecy of committee
rooms,or by that of exceative officials,
who réver appear before the public at
all, are sueh that the peop}e never
know anything of thay, with respect to
which they are yot expected” 1o judy
ani 1o decide. In the New Euulapd
town meeting, the sclectinen appear
once or twice 8 year before the whole
assembly of the inhabllants, and are
cross=examined by ndividuals, The
test Is so severe, and the judgment fol-
lows so swiflly at the elections, that
corruption and even political intrigue
are almost unknown. When a town be
comes too larze for such 4 meeting, the
chantge is made to a ¢ity yovernment
with one or two represcntative coun-
cils. 1n theorythese counclls shonld
do the work of the town meetine—
that is, watch the course of adminis
tration, enforee responsibility, and
keep the people informed. In practice
they get possession of a large part o
the administration, break up and de-
story responsibility, and effectually
copeeal both their own dotngs and
vhose of the executive. The offse!
and satéguard in ent: ustins extensive
pawers to a4 mayor is in providing a
tribunal before which heand hisagents’
may promptly, easiiy, and continu-
ously be held to public account.
It a body of one or two hundred
men from wll parts of New
York were te asscuible, suy once
& month, belog debarred by law from
auy interference with administration,
having no power to,dictate any action
or Lo vole any appropriation excep!t
upon proposal of the executive, but
with full power of sugeestion, of erit
cism, and of veto; 1f the mayor and
his chicf offlcials were to appearpub-
licly before this body at ecdcn session
Lo submlit their plans, answer ques-
tions, and ask for votes of money, the
people would be perfectly able to judge
0f the character and actions of thelr
servants, and to express their epinions
at the polls. Then, and not till then,
can we hold universal suffrage respon-
sible for faiiures of goverpment, — |
