Thogncetl
fearoien n trilling illnesawMlo In the
hotel, becauao If they mnko tho fact
known that they want tu eeo a iloctoi
they will bo charged n feo ont of all pro
portion to tho aerilco rendered by the
doctor, whoso chief claim to patronage
la that ho la "alwnj a near nt hand."

A feo of (ill)
waa cliargcd hi tlio bill, nnd tho gucata
bad to pay It, Subsequent Investigation
mado It cloar that tho reason for thl
liUli feu wa that tbo hotel plrjalclm
had mado nit nrrnugipicnt with tho ho-
tel proprietor by which tho latter goto
third of this big fee. Tho guest nlso
learned that tlila sharing of tLo feo bid
been Iho custom nt the hotel for n very
long tlmo, and that guest submitted to
It rather than bavo ony wrnnglo at tho
clerk's desk over; charge, n thing that
aelf resecting persona nntnrully dreid
aud will moid oen wlicro tho chnrgo la
n manifest linposltiou.

of their professional services. In cases
whero thero it a "dlny" between tho
doctor and tho hotel tbo ph) rlclan get
lilt lodgings aud board ntn reduced rato,
llolsanxiintcdby tbo hotel proprietor,
and ho oxenses tl o high feo ou tho ple.i
that bo has to charge moro than his reg-
ular ruto in order to mnko good tho bonus
to tho proprietor. This bunns Is

for tho prlrilego uf practicing in
tho hotel.
