FIELDS.

report. The terrified natives immcdi
ately left their respective villages and
fled to tbe highest parts of the island.
where they Imagined they would be
safe. It continued in active operation
for several days, throwing up immense
quantities of sand and stones. A
mound of considerable height has been
formed in the lake, and some millions
of tons of sand bayo been . deposited
upon tbe Island, varying In depth
from a few tncnes to several
fathoms, and presenting a - most
desolate appearance. The number of
nut trees destroyed by the falling sand
and water ..must be immense. The
bread fruit trees have been damaged
greatly ; in fact, the whole of the large
trees have been literally crushed down
by tne immense quantities oi sand
which haa been deposited ; upon the
branches, giving the island a most
desolate appearance. The plantations
of the natives have been destroyed and
in a number of instances burled many
feetnnder newly deposited sand. A
great many of the houses have been
broken down by the weight of sand
collecting upon the roofs. The outlook
is by no means a cheerful one. Many
of the natives would like to leave at
once, and it is probable that when tbe
King Intakes his anticipated . visit
in the course of two . or three
weeks many will be brought away.
News of the eruption reached Tonga
on SeDtember ltftb. The eruption was
first noticed by the French gunboat
leeret, Dut alter cruising aooai me
island she sailed away, to the great
disgust of the natives. As soon as the
intelligence reached Tonga a relief ex
pedition was organized by the Premier
liev. s. w. Jiaker. tne steamer nuw
was chartered and proceeded to the
island. Tbe natives were found to ft
great state of consternation and In
actual need of food. In their anxiety
to communicate with Tonga they had
well nigh finished a boat of native con
struction in order to sail for Tonga or
Ferlee, to tell of tne terrible eruption

THE NEW CABINET 8PRECKKLS TIIK

Messrs. Crcighton
aud Dare reiired alter they were oe
feated in the House on a measure of
nolicv. They behaved like men and
gentlemen but Gibson had neltner
tue elements oi a man nor a gentleman
crawled back to his seat, l'ah! it
makes one tick to think what
a truckler he is. Sense of
honor he has hone. He foes back on
his friends, andN: there can be no
ineaucr nick. What the new Cabinet
will do remains to be seen : tbe Ha
waiians have a clear course before
them; let them show what mettle they
can. We will praise or blame as their
action requires.

' As far as they are
concerned we gWe them a fair Held aud
no lavor; that is alt they want. The
changes that have taken place recently
have been perfectly kaleidoscouic.
Take tbe case of Mr. Kaulokou. When

Tbe loan was author
ized early in the session, providing for
the building of important public works
throughout tbe kingdom, includingnew docks for Honolulu. After the
Joan was decided uponj? several
changes in the plans were proposed,
and when the bill came ,up fur possage
Attorney General Dare Introduced an
amendment providing that no bonded
debt should be incurred nor any bonds
issued prior to tho maturity of the
posposed issue, unless provision be
made for their payment. The effect of
the amendment was to secure the pay-
ment of about $700,000 ireviously
loaned to the Govermcnt 'by Claus
Sprcckels, ana was a special measure
of the Ministry. It was debated in the
Legislature on the - afternoon of the
13th inst. Late in tbe afternoon, the
amendment was put .on passage, and
aPhough three-fourt- hs ot the Ministryfavored it, it was defeated by a vote of
11 ayes to 23 noes, in consequence
the Ministry immediately resigned ant
tbe next day King Kalakaua made the
following appointments i i Walter
Murray Gibson to be Minister of For
eign Affairs and Premier. vice Robert J.
Creighton, resigned ; Luther Abolo to
be Minister of tbe Interior, vice Walter
M. Gibson, resigned; raul f. Kanoa to
be Minister ct Finance; John L. Kanl-ko- u

to be Attorney General, y ice John
S, Dare, resigned.

On account of this action Claus
Spreckels has returned all his decora-
tions to the King. The latter was very
adverse to receiving them, finally in
slating that Mr. Spreckels should keep
them. This Mr. Spreckels declined to
do, and it is said that the scene which
followed was a very stormy one.

In conversation with a reporter yes
terday, Jno. D.Spreckels said i"I don't
care about saying much concerning tbe
matter just now. In effect the act of
tbe Legislature was one oi repudia-tion. Before it was prorogued, on the
lutb of this month, it passed tbe loan
with a proviso making its paymentcome before our Claims. The Govern-
ment owes us $300,000, for wbicli we
hold bond . and about $20,- -
uoo, which ray iatner advanced
as a book account to tide the national
treasury over a financial gulf. Our
claims will: be paid, however. Id spiteof tbe precedence given the last loan.
To me. this latest action looks like a

ptefciTne to get control of the islands.
