With the company of immigrants
that came from tae Southern States on
Saturday, were the valise, books,
clothiag, etc., in charze of an Elder,
of Elder ATma P. R ciards, of Milton,
Morgan Morgan Counoty, of - whose
fate there Is hiow scircely any room
for doubt. The investigation made
has about deflpitely settled it that he
has been foully murdered, and that the
crime was committed in Meridien,
Mississippi in the flcst week of August
Iast. It ls the opinion of some that he
was carried away and concealed, sud
that he still lives as a prisoner in the
land of hid enemiezs, But most of those
engaged io endeavoring to tlad some
tra.j:e of him have come 10 the conelu-
slon that he has met his death at the
hands of a mob, as it is not in the line
of such assemblages in the South to
treat a disciple of Christ With much
lenlency.

Those engaged (n obteloing informs-
tion regarding the dissppearance of
Elder Richards bave themselves met
with the greatest opposition, especial-
ly when the object of their foquiries
was known or suspected. On the 6%h of
November last they were in the town
of Meridlen, where they obtaiged an
important clue to the treatm:nt he
had received, and who were the guilty
parties. Soon an intimatisn of the
purpose of thelr visit leaked out, and

He
was 63 yeara old; a farmer by profes-
slon; married uis last wife nineteen
years ago; bad nochildren by her; was
livingrexclusively with the first wile,
and had been for the past three years.

Marshal Exum stated that defendant
had given him a chase, but thought
that any man would do something of
the kind If placed in similar circum-
stances as those at the arrest of Mr,
Obray. He was sentenced to pay a
fige of #200 and costs. Being unable to
pay the fice, he was committel to the
penitentiary.

Thomas QObray, convicted by his plea
of guilty of unlawful cohabitation, was
called for sentence. He was forty-
two years of age; his youngest child
by the plurai wife was sixteen months
old; had separated his families two
years ago. He was sentenced to five
months’ imprisonment and the psy-
ment of the costs of prosecution.

owned a store; Sarah would come
there at times to make purchases; de
fendant had not visited Sarab since
the removal, to witaess' knowledge;
Sarah had been to R)ixana's homse
once; Sarah made all her purchases at
the store as she wa4 the wife of wit-
ness’ father; defemdant had clsimed
Sarah as his wife and still cialmad her
as such.
Cross-examined—Sarah was at R »x-
ana's house s year ago at the funeral
of witness’ sister; as soon as the new
house was completed witness' mother
moved lato 1t; it was In the summer;
in 1884 the store was north of Sarabh’s
house and defemdant had to pass the
latter to reach R)>xapa's house; the

The small party of missionaries des-~
tined for this placa, who left Salt Lake
City Sept. 13, 18°8, arrived in San
Francigco on the 15th. We spent nine
days in that city viewing the sizhis;
which 8ave been described so many
times so well that [ will not attempt
to do so agzain; suffice it to say, that
we visited the beautiful parks,zardens,
public buiidings, elc., and saw enougb
of the world and its ways to make us

CROSSED THE EQUATOR.

We made a number of  friends among
the passengers and I belleve we left
them with a better opiunion of ““Mor-
morism’’ than they had before we

met, -

At dajlight on the fiiteenth day of
our vaeyage we could see the island of
Tatulla, one of the Samoan group, in
the distance. Upon n group
we were met by President W. H. Dean
in a large boat rowed by eight matives,
and into this boat we were lowered
fromthe steamer with our truoks and
baggage.

It was fo-tunate for us that we were

met by Brother Dean, otherwise we
should have bad to go by a round-
abo it way 1o our destination, which
would bave been both expensive and
inconvenient. We stopped a few
bours on Tuluila; while the natives
ate their lunch and rested. We slept
in the open boat that night, and by 0
o'clock the following morning we
reached our destination, the island of
Aunnu, where most of the Saints re-
side.
As we neared the shore we could
see the natives old and youug gather-
ing from all directions to meet us.
We were carried from the boat to the
shore on the backs of

STALWART NATIVE CHIEIS,

and received a warm welcome from
the pcopie. We were escorted to the
beat house in the village—a frame
buildiog, boilt after the American
style-—where we found nice rooms
wglcn we soon made comiortable with
the things brought from home.

There are sbout thirty Latter-day
Saints irthis place, with a fair pros-
pect for more in the near future. The
Samoans are a fine looking race of
people. The boys are well propor-
ticned and as straight asan arrow,
while many of the men sre fine speci-
mene of physical manhood. It is sur-
prisiog to sec the la.ufe pieces of wood
that these men will carry on their
naked shoulders. We have found that
the historians have not over-praised
tbis people in regard to their general
good qualities and kindness to stran-
gers. Since we came here we have
not wanted for any of the native fraits,
vegetables and even chickens,all of
which have been given us at dl'ﬂarent
times b bo'h members
non-members of our faith.

These natives seem Jo be naturally
good. They are of

than the Hawallans or the American
Indians, but the similarity can be
easily traced in thelr features -
thoogh [ am happy to say that, lohr, |
have not found them similar in their
habits. They are a religious tocr.la
and nearly all belong t0 some Chris-
tian denomination. There I3 one cus-
tom they have Lhat would be a credit
%o any people. Every nlﬁt the mem
bers of each family meet ether and
read & chapter from the Bible, then
ging a hymn and close with !'lnlly
rayer. . '
p e pative houses are nearly all oval
in shape. The roofs are waterprool
aund made of thatch. They are sup-
i by two rows of posts, one
around the outer edye and the other
some four feet pearer the centre.
Therc are no walls to thoir houses, the
space between the ound and’ {
beimg open te allow
directions to pass throuch. They hava
blinds made out of matiivg around the
entire building, which can be lowered
and raised ai pleasure. There is but
ope room in each hounse, sieeping
apartments being d tged off by sheets
o! pative cloth that sre low from
