tnan tne one adopted in coming to
the Black Hills,- - I am induced to
make this change in order to em-
brace a large - extent of unexplor
ed country, and particularly to fol
low ana locate as mucn as possiDie,
that portion of the Little Missouri of
wuico notning is now Known, l ex
pect to reach Fort .Lincoln on tbe
21st of August. The health of the
command Is most excellent. This
expedition entered the BJack Hills
on the west ewe, and penetrated
through the eastern and most
southern range, explored : the
major portions; in the lower
part, nafed out at the moat
eastern ranges.! which form the
boundary of the Black Hills. The
Black Hills are not impenetrable.
as heretofore reported, though the
appearance from the exterior indi
cates the interior to be full of ob-
stacles and barriers. In regard to
the character of the country enclo
sed by the Black Hills, I can only
repeat wnat i nave stated in pre-
vious dispatches, that no portion
can boast of richer and better pas
turage, purer, water, or a natural
temperature, which,in the summer,
as it . flows from the earth, is
but twelve degrees above freezing
point, ana or greater, aavantages.
generally to the farmer and stock
raiser than - are to be found in the
Black Hills. Building stone of the
best quality Is found in inexhausti-
ble quantities, wood for fuel and
lumber In abundance. : Rains are
frequent with no evidence in the
country of either, drouth or fresh-
ets. . The season, ; perhaps, Is ! too
short, and the nights too cool for
corn, but I believe all ether graincould be produced here in wonder
ful abundance, wneat would partic-
ularly yield largely. There is no
doubt as to the existence of "various
minerals throughout the hills, s As
this subject has received the special
attention of experts who accompa
niea tne expedition and will be
reported , upon in detail, I will
only mention th fact that Iron
and plumbago have been found,
and beds of gypsum apparently In--
exnaustiDie in quantity. 1 rererrea
in a former dispatch to the discovery
of gold; subsequent examinations at
numerous points connrm ana
strenethen the fact of tbe existence
of srold in the Black Hills. On
some or the water courses almost
every panful of earth produced gold
in small yet paying Quantities. Our
brief 'halts and rapid, marchings
nave prevented any thing but a very
nasty examination or tne countryin thle respect, but in one ' place.tne only one witmn my Knowledgewhere so great a depth v-- was
reached, a hole was dug eight feet
deep, ana tne miners report that
tney round gold among tbe roots
and moss, and from tnas point to
the lowest point reached fold was
found in paying quantities. ;, It bas
not required an expert to find gold
In the Black Hills, as men without
former experience, in minlnr dis
covered, at an expense of little time
or labor. As an evidence of tbe
ricn pasturage to be found in this
region I' can state that our beef
hrd, after marching upwards , of
tw. nuies, is in oeuer condition
than wnen I started, being now fat
as is consistent' with a marching
condition; tne same may he said of
the mules ana norse." r

15. The ' command reached bere
yesterday in good health and spir
its. We left Custer Valley; on tne
6th, and have had - short marches
and good camps. . Gold and silver
found In several places in quanti
ties, and game In abundance, bear,
elk and deer.'" Several bears have
been killed. The command leaves
here tomorrow for Little . Missouri,
and from there heme to Lincoln.

"Another dhmatch says that the
expedition has completed the ex--
Mora tion of tne UiacK iiius. wnicn
proves even richer tban was before
reported. Gold and silver are found
in numerous places, and in quanti-
ties so great that miners estimate
that with, a pick ana pan a sinsrie
miner may take $100 per day. The
distance from DlsmarcK to tne com
regions Is about , 250 miles, over a
practicable route. The citizens of
Bismarck are greatly excited, ana
expeditions are organizing.;-
