MARRIAGE CERTIFICATES.

Tue late Legisiative Assembly of this
Territory enunclated, in a formal man-
ner, by means of a preamble and reso-
lutions, the doctrine that it is incom-
petent for a territorial legislatore to
duplicate,add to, or take from the law:
of Congress upon a gives sabject, In &
mauuer to change the effect of those
laws, In any way or degree. In other
waorids, the lesser body canoot curtail
ner abridge the power of the greater,
and when the greater has passed a law
upon a subject, the pre-umption is that
it has goue as far as it is wiliog
that legislation should go upom that
particular matter, Every aoalogvy of
law, reason, justice and common senge
sastalns this view,

But the Assambly dld nol praaice
what it preached, and confusion Is the
result of its failure so to do, Hoge's
marriage bill, which became a law,
embraces the followisg seclion:

“Sgc. 10. The person solemnizing the
marrisgs shall, within thirlty days
thereafier, return the llcense to the
clerk of ihe Provate Court of the
county wheaoce it is issaed, with a cer-
tificate of the marriage over his slezna-
ture, giving the date and place of cele-
bration, and the names of two or more
witnesses present at the marriage.
For failing tumake such return he is
guilty of a misdemesanor.'’

What is kpown as the Edmunds-
Tucker law has the following previs-
jons relative to marriage ceremonles,
atc: :

‘Sec. 9. That every ceremony of mar-
riage, or in the nature of & marriage
ceremony, of say kind, in any of tae
Terricories of the United States,
whetner either or both or more of the
parties Lo such ceremony be lawfully
competent to be the suvjects of suca
marriage or ceremony or net, shall be
certifled by acertificate stating the fact
and pature of suca ceremony, the fuall
name- of eact of the parties con-
cerped, aod the fall name of every of-
ficer, priest and person, by wbhatever
glyle or designation called orknewn, in
any way taking part ln the performance
oi such ceremony, which certidcate
shall be drawn up anod sigoned by the
parties to such ceremony and by every
otficer, priesi and person taking part
inthe performance of such ceremony
and shaill be by the officer, priest or
olher person solemnizing such mar-
riage or ceremony flled in the office of
the probate court, or, If there be none,
in tne oflce of the court haviog pro-
bate powers in the county or district
in which such ceremony shall take

lace, for record, and shall bg lmmed-
ately recorded, and be at all thnes
subject to inspection as other public
recerds,
cord tnereof, or a duly certifled copy
of such record, saall be prima facia
evidence of the facts required by this
act to be stated thereln, in any pro-
ceeding, civll or criminal, ig which the
matter shall be drawn is question
Any person who shall wilfally violate
any of the provisions of this section
shall be deemed gaullty of a miade-
meanor, and shall, on cooviction
thereof be punlsned by a flne of not
more than $1000, or by imprisooment
not longer than two years or by both
said punishmeats, in the discretion of
the court.”

BSeveral points [of varlance between
the territerial and congressional stat-

utes, relative to the marriage certifl-
cate, will be observed. Oae requires

it to bear the signature omly of thef

person efficiating, whaile the other re-
nuires it to be signed by che parties to
the ceremony also; one allows & month
in which to flle the certificate, while
the other evidently contemplates that
it shall be flled immediately; the ter-
ritorial law"provides that & fallure to
AMle the certificate, or to perlorm cer-
tain other acts ia relation te the mar-
riaze, shall bs & mlsdemeanor, waich,
under the locil law, 1s punishable by a
fine in any sum less than $300, or by
imprisonment mnot exceeding Bix
months, or both; the penalty under
the congressional statate for like of-
fenses |3 a flune not exceeding $1000 and
imprisonm=znt not longer tham two
YOArs.

A eentieman of Intelllgencs, who has
had some experience in legal matters,
is perpiexed over the conflict between
the Territorial and Congressionsl stat-

utes desigaed to *regulate marriage in
this Territory, and ;writes us as [ol-
lowsa:

. Please answer In your paper the [o]-
lowing questions:

By tau provisions ol the 0ta sectlon
el tne Edmunds-Tucker lsw, passed
March &, I837, B is stipulated that
every person salemaizing a marriage,
shall flle a certillcate of such marriage
in *'the Probate Court, or If toere be
none, in the oilice of the court having
prooate pewers in the county or dis-
trict in which such ceremony shall take
place, for record,” etc.

A8 to the county In which the mar-
riage certificate must be filed, there is
A variance between the Territorial and
congressional statutes. The latter, in
terms, requires it to be flled in the
cOnnty lo which the cerem ny Is per-
formed, but there is In the -former =a
requirement that it suall be filed |a the
county in which the female resides at
the time of her marriage. The follow-
Ing 13 contalued In section 8 of the
Territorial law:

“*No marriage shall be solemnized
without a llcsuse tuerefor, issued by
the clerk of the probate court of the
coudaty in whick the feniale resides at
the tume."

i'hls provision, together with sec-

tion 10 of the .Territorial law,
ahove quoted, makes |8 reasona-
bly eleir that the latter contem-

plates the filing of the marriage certid-
cate in the couaty in which the fe-
male resided at the time of the cere-
mony. Thus, whepn a female s
married in a county other than that in
which bher home Is at the time, it would
Rppear necessary to file two marriage
ceritficates, oxe to fill the require-
ments of the Edmunds-Tucker law, in
tue county in which the ceremony is
performed, and the othier in obedience
to the territorial law, in the county in
whick the bride resides. When the
ceremony is performed in the county
in which the bride lives, only one
certificate need be tled, but it must be
ol the character required by the Ed-
munds-Tucker law, 1.e., it must bear

Such a certificate would fill the

.| requirements of both the congressional

and territorial laws. When two
certificates . are 'Decessary, the one
filed in the county from which the
marriage license Issued, and which
is sent thither with the returmed
license, need bear only the signature
of the person officiating, etc., asitis
filed in obedience to the territorial
law, which requires less than does the
copgressional statute; though both
certificates may be alike, if they con-
form to the latter law.

Whether the UtahLegisiature bad the
right to require & marriage certificate
to be flied 10 one counly after Congress
had enacted that such a certificate
muast be filed in another, or different
one, I8 a question it would require a
judicial decision to settle; but it will,
In the mean time, probably be as well
to take a course which will meet the
requirements of both laws,

Io order to exprese the results of an
examination of the two statutes under
conslderation, in a simple manner, we

will recapitulate -

1.—When the marriage cercmony Is
performed in the county In which the
bride resides, one certificate will meect
the requirements of both laws, pro-
vided it contains what 18 specified in
the Edmunds-Tucker law. It shouild
be filed immediately, that is as soen as
practicable, atter the ceremony, as
this 1= evidently contemplated by
that statute., The marrjage  license
should be returned with it.

2.—When the marriage ceremony Is
performed in a county other than that
in which toe bride resides; one certifi-
cate, to meet the requiremeats of the
Edmusds-Tucker law, must be filed
with the probate clerk of that county,
andanother must be sent, with the re-
turped marriage license, 10 the pro-
bate clerk of the county In which the
bride's home was at the time of the
marriage.
"3 —_Bdh certificates may be alike
provided they conform to the congres-
slonal statate, though the one flled in
obedience to the territorial law need
not be signed by the bride and groom,
and thirty days are allowed for flling it.

4 —Fiuinga certificate In obedience
to the Bdmunds-Tucker law ef course
secures immunity from the punishment
prescribed tuhtreim; but whether the
punishment pamed in the territorial
law could be enforced azainst a person
who had fullycomplied with the law of
Congress is an open question; but un-
til it shall be determined, a discreet
person will avoid all risks in relation
to the matter.

EXCEEDINGLY OPAQUE.

Ix this issue we publish the act,passed
by the late Legisiature, which is sup-
plemental to and amendatory of the
old fish and game law. The first sec-
-tion s & poser. 1t states that those
who commit certain acts between
specifled dates *'shail be gulity of &
violatlon @f the provisions ol this sec-
tion.” Unfostunately for the sense
and efficacy of this section it contains
no pruvisions and does not even assert
that the alleged violative acts shall be
misdemeanors. It happens also that
thls same seclion one takes the place
of the sectioa of the same number of
the old statute, the latter being re-
pealed. ‘As it stands it Ils a hetero-
geneous concatenation of extraneous
phraseology, signifying nothingz—a
meaningless legi-lative veld,

& company of wealthy men
who might be indaced to invest capital
on & prospective return of from 15 to
35 per cent. Il yeur correspondent
had only given us reliable statistical
information and answered my letter
with figures clear cut and worthy of
confidence, instead of generalities and
surmisings, it may be that we could
have obtained & beiter understanding
of tue reason why the suzar planters
of the island ‘‘can hardly keep thelr
heads above water;” but as it I3 he
leaves them open Lo the suspicion that
it is becaus« they put something else
instead of water under their heads, for
certainly If the advautages and superi

orities he claims for the islands are
susceplible of proof, and I regard them
80 far as [ am concerned without ar-

gument, there must be some
egregiously bad management us
the cause ol their impend-
ing failure. But without taking

up your valuatle space with unavailing
controversy on the advantages of the
[slands as a sugar-produciog couatry,
their climate, ricaness, magnidcent

leld, their exceptions frowm duaties and
mported labor, (tor I see by your cor-
respondent's letter tnat the planters
have tried to remedy what I spoke of
in my former letter aud fdnding the
native labor incompetent have sought
abroad for better, but your . correspon-

hey pay 83 much more for It as the
proportion ot superierity). [ care
only to know what can be done here
by the company now on the eve of for-

mation. I know they can raisea ten
of cane and work it up Into
BUgar, B8yro and cleaped sced

for _six dollars, and that the
sugar 8197 per cent sweetness,at 40 per
100 lbs., the syrup at 30 cents per gal-
loa, and the seed at 50 cents per hushel
wil glve gross returons of over $10, and
they can do this with a caplial on
which the above returns will pay from
10 to'd5 per cent net, according to the
amoant of caoe rnl'sed and worked;
they will, moreover, withia flve years
after commencing, be employing from
500 to, 700 han ds, and their annual out-~
at will be at least a quarter of a mil
iou dollars. Now as we do not intend
to make sugar here for the Islands and
d'-: oot intead tu make sugar there for
Utah, but do Intead to make suzar
here for our own consumption, we
are satisfled that the dissdvan-
tages we suffer in  comparison
with the Islagds are more than com-
pensated by the additional cost they
are subjected to by the uandiing and
thousands of miles jof water and land
mlfg: which has to be paid for before
their sugar reaches us.
