The Journey Parsned.
Bitocic's Ranch, Wasatch Couu--

May Mb, 1S9J. Correspondence
of the Desxhm News. JUnnle
Maud, cr Xino Mile Cre fc, Is forty
three miles out from Frice. This is
our first day overland, and the
second day from home. We have
gone over rough, rocky canyons,
passing up Soldier Canyon tw enty-fo-

miles,where we cross the brook
Mountain range. This runs to
Green River, after which we

Nine Mile Creek. The later
forms a junction with Argyle
creek, six miles above Brock's
ranch. President Woodruffs son
piloted us sifely over the uuick-sand-

The first eighteen miles of curj ourney today was a barren one, un-
interesting and very dusty. At thetnd thereof wo ca tile upon a small
ranch. This ranch is occupied by
Mr. Winn and the next by .Mr.
Taylor, and the third by Mr. Ar-
gyle, iroru whose ranch the muddy
stream derives its name.

We lunched under the shadow ofa rock w hich had become detached
from the main ledge, and computed
iU weight at 230,000 lbs. Millions
of tons of excellent building rock
walls in the deep canyon ilia variety
of thicknesses, while plies are broken
from the main ledges, much of
which 1s ready for use, without the
mason's chisel, to lay up Into build-
ing. Today's sights were full of
interest, and furnish ample research
for geologists. The great variety of
strata and thicknesses of rock, slate,
clay, etc. laid bare for hundreds of
feet afford food for deep reflection.
We .rested for the nleht nt
Brocks Ranch. The stream at this
point lias enlarged Into a roaring
volume of water, which after a dis-
tance of twenty-fii- miks finds its
way into Green River. We were
shown some little baskets taken from
the ancient houses
built high up In those nearly

cliffs; marks of fortresses
are yet to be seen, as well as pottery
taken from those ancient snuclv-bul- lt

dwellings.
On the morning of the ihlrd day

from home our friendly.
II. Glines, or Vernal,

conveyed us to Fort Duchesne
Bridge some thirty-si- miles.

We pass Windsor Castle, which
stands about 300 feet high, and then
soon arrive at .Edinburgh Castle.
Passing up to the summit, seven
miles, we enter Uinta County, and
as we mount the divide a truly
grand swne meets our vleir. The
Green River Mountains tooureast,
Uinta Reservation, studded Willi
cedars and pinion pine slopes from
the divide. To the cast, west and
north we were surrounded by
snowcapped mountains. Passing
over the various benches to
the river Duchesne which is 150
feet wide and at the bridge flows at
the rate of more than 2,000,000 gal-
lons of water er minute, we rest
for the night at this spot, forty-fiv- e

miles from Ashley, the other end of
our journey.
