lobbyists thrive at the courts of .St.
Jamett, iierliu, Madrid, St. leters-bur- g,

and even in republican Ver-
sailles, us well as here, yet they di
not (with few exceptions) confront
the great public with bo bold a face
and carry on their operations as
openly and unblushingly ou tho
other side of the Atlantic Ocean, as
with U9, where lobbying is a regu-
lar trade, having the Capitol for its
workshop and tho members of our
National legislature for its tools.
Cora Tearl and Lizzie Blackford,
though they both meddled with
politics and both got into scrapes
accordingly, one iu Itussia and the
other in France, were courtesans
rather than lobbyists, dillerlng in
that respect from 'the Metteruieh"
of the second empire, who was a
lobbyist rather than a courtezan,
and who had more to do with shap-
ing the destiny of France than any
other woman during the reign of
Louis fe J'ttit, Kugenie not except-
ed.

It does not, indeed, require a lung
residenein Washington, or much
scrutiny,to become acquainted with
the fact that lobbying here is car-
ried on on a gigantic scale, but yet
with a peculiar tact anil finease that
makes it, in a certain sense, attrac-
tive, if not respectable. 1 do not
here refer to the bungling

the fourth or liith
degree, who confine their opera
tious to small private b'.lls ranging
from a few hundreds to one or two
thousand dollars, anil who aro

chitlly from thj tlcnii
niondv and the "lucinbeis.' friends"
of which our city has such an un-

duly large proportion; but to that
class which moves in upper tendom
exclusively and only on rare occa-
sions puts in an appearance at tho
Capitol. It is a mistake to sup-
pose, as many do, that tho gorge-
ously dressed and painted beauties
one sees, on every fair day, in the
lobbies or galleries of the Senate
and the House, are lobbyist?:; no,
the genuine lobbyist knows a t lung
or two, keeps aloof from thoeuyl
end of Pennsylvania Avenue and
seldom refers to tho Capitol In con-
versation acts, in fact, as if she
wero utterly iguorant of tho exist-
ence of that structure or the pur-
poses for which it is tmiployed.

With the male lobbyist, how-
ever, the case is diHerent. He
haunts the members in their com-
mittee rooms, while tho feminine
lets them haunt Iter in her draw-
ing room, or boudoir, lie goes to
them, they come to her. His fasci-
nations are shares, good wine,
luncheons at tho "Congressional,"
and late dinners (with draw-pok- er

as dessert) at Welcker's; heis cou-si- st

in fcoft eyes and softer hand",
seductive smiles, fair promises, and
an exuberance of magnetism. Her
eyes attract you, her faintest touch
sends a (hull through your body
from tho tips of your toes to the
end of your ncte, and her voice is
of that quality which makes it ab-

solutely impossible to reply to it
with a "No;" with the grace i f a
Salisbury she combines her motto:
lloni boi't jni vial y peme !

Everybody knows that Sam Ward
stands at the head of tho profession;
he is the king of the lobbyists, and
has lobbied more bills through
Congress than any other matt liv-

ing. Next to him, as a star of the
second magnitude, comes probably
N W , the great inventor
and gun manufacturer; but then
he lobbies chiefly in his owa inter-
est. Ho has a claim of some hun-
dreds of thousands now pendingbefore Congress. Colonel O ,
Mr. F , of New York, aud a
woll kuowu r, who &hall
bo name'.esB,' are also uottrblti in-
stances of successful lobbyists. Hut
besides these, whose operations,cover hundreds of thousands, there
la a shoal, of smaller fry, many of
them lolaf.lpn.s', constituent, or in-tim- ata

acquaintances of members,
who make it a point to "knmy" a
dozen or two congressmen, and
claim to be able to "influence"' all
they know, yon know! This class
has its headquarters chiefly iu the
lobbies of Wil lard's aud the Metro-
politan Hotel; most of them chew
tobacco and drink whisky straight,and as a rule they are impecunious,
