wa fearful to behold. The ahock or
shock lasted about three minuter, and
in their intensity have never been
equalled by anything In this Bute.
Oxaca dates back two hundred years,
but bears no near which can compare
with Hi ee inflicted on Wednesday
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The whole of the corredoree of the old
convent of tiaa Juan de Dios, are down,
and, iu their fall, buried four persons,
wounding aad malmlnz many more.

The clock tower, which was only com-
pleted on the 5th of May, came down
bodily, passed through the roof Into
the half of the Supreme Court, through
thelloor of these, and piled itself Into
the portal of the palace underneath.
