In the course of excavating some
ground recently at Kief, in Russia, the
WOrkinen ciame on some Weapous,
colored carthenware and an urm, all in
excellent condition. The urn contained
4 set of ornaments for & woman, In
perfect preservatlon, the lhwportance
of which consists less In their antiguity
{(probably the tenth or eleventh cen-
Lury) than in their completeness. The
urn'was well fastened and bad evi-
deutly never been disturbed since
the possessor hid away from enemies
ber most valuable effects. Along with
other articles therc were nioe old
squure silvercoins knownas ‘*grivoa."
There is a complete head-dress, con=
sistinz of 4 lace-work of indescriatle
futricacy, hut which nas been kept in
its original position by silver plates, to
which it 15 sewn, so that one can gsee
how a well-to-do Russian woman of
the pre-Tartaric times adorned her-
sell. The silver plates are oblong,
surronndine the head and forming a
sort of diadem, A quantity of sllver
and zold pendants hong all sround
from these plates, the pendants which
would come over the ears belng much
larger than the others, There were
Stlver bracelets and necklaces, and a
gold ring, which is pot soldered but
welded, und probably belonegs even 1o
au older dJdate than the othe:r objects,
There was a considerable quantity of
other =ilyver and gold ornaments,chief-
Iv pendants, nany of which show ex-
Lreinely dlie Hligree work, The larger
vold ablects are of the ¢lass knowu as
