AlorrlLI, chairman of the com-
mittee on finance, said he did not
approve of sweeping reductions
prdpoeed for manufacturing tobac-
co and snuff. It was not only inex-
pedient to reduce this taxation, but
it was a bar to granting any further
relief from taxation. . AIL over the
world, tobacco had been universal
ly recognized as a prominent article
of taxation. We consumed every
year more than 40 cigars and more
than two pounds of tobacco for
every man, woman and child in
the csuntry. To, gain aa great a
revenue at 16o. per pound,as at 24c,
there .must be an increase In the
consumption of from 105,000,000
pounds to 15S.000.000 pounds annu
ally, and tbat would never be.
