Recently the Supreme Court of the
United States rendered n derision
which sets aside n law of the state of
Nebraska prescribing maximum rail-
road freight rates and has excited a
good deal of comment by western news
papers The tribunal named has te
poatedl held that state legislatures
had power to fix maximum rates pro-

filed the same were reasonable but
the statute referred to Is set aside on
the ground that the highest rates It
permitted to be charged were too

lowThe
Interesting feature of the de-

cision Is the method by which the
court reached this conclusion and It Is
this feature that revokes discussion
and threatens to neutralize state legis-
lation on tho subject partlculaily In
the West TIle court laid down itie
principle that a state In reducing rat-
mut concern Itself with local trnlllc
only The road must be permitted to
make a fair profit upon business begin-
ning and ending In the state without
regard to tho profit made upon tho
whole volume of business done within
the state The contention ot counsel
for the state hall been that the reason-
ableness of the rates established by the
Nebraska statute Is not to be deter-
mined by the Inquiry whether such
rates would leave a reasonable net
profit from the local business affected
thereby but that the courts should
take Into consideration among other
things the whole business of the corn
panythat Is all Its business passen-
ger and freight Interstate and domes-
tic To this the court replied

U we do not misapprehend caun
sel their argument led to the conclu-
sion that the state of Nebraska could
legally require local freight business
to be conducted even at all actual loss
If tho company earned on Us Interstate
business enough to give It jut com-

pensation In respect of Its entire line
