The building In which the national
Democratic convention is to be held will

be the biggest permanent convention
I1.1II ever erertid. It will le
larger linn the at Washington.
Its ground lloor will cover more than
five and acres, and with its
gallery, it will have more than seven
acres ol fljor space. Think ot building
a wall about a Held and then
rn hug it with an immense iron frame-
work, so made that there are perhaps
lour acres in the centrr unobttrucied ly
post. Let this lour acres be entirely
tree Irom pillars or walla, and you
grt some idf j ol the immense building
which is now tiring put up lor the great
conventions ol ihe luture at Chicago. I

The
walls are already in place. Ihe iron
network has been fastened and riveted
together, and the rool is now being put
on. The roof is supported by immense

trices and rooms for committees, the
the officers of the convention and other.
About of these rooms are
given up to the oltices fur Ihe daily
pit pert. In these there will be tables
and all facilities lor writing dispatches.
This part ul the building is called News
paper Kuw, and from it will go out the
news ot the convention to more than
70.ooo.ouo ol people, Ihe telegraph
cllues wilt be under the speaker's plat-
form. A large number ol wires will he
run into the building, and dispatches
will be sent during the day direct Irom
Ihe building in order that the wires may
not be over crowded down town.

I here are a large number ol exits
from tne building, and there is no dan-
ger ul a panic, as it could lie emptied
within a few moments. This is a most
important matter. So far we have never
ha a panic at a naiunal convention.
We have a number ot times been on the
edge ol one, and had the people appre-
ciated their danaer they would probably
not have been so anaiuus to get in. At
tne Minneapolis Ktrpubhcan convention,
which nominated Harrison, about iv
uoo people were packed In the tliirJ
story ol a house which might have easily
been burnt to the ground. At the Cm
cago convention ol 11 there were so,
000 people crowded together in a hall of
wood. During the convention an 1m
mense rain storm occurred, and at one
time there was a fall ol an elect tic light
with the wires attached to it. Had a
lire ucccrrcd there might have been one
01 the Kiel panw ul history,

Tne lad Democratic convention (iKja)
was held in Ihe wigwam, here, and as
far as seating capacity was concerned, it
perhaps the laigrtt convention ever
held. It contained 19 uo chairs, and in
the seats were 500 Udies. There were
l.ouo persons connected with the prets
nnl telegraph service, with the police
and messenger serv , and there were
s.ouo delegates and .vriiatcs,

liy Ibis new building Chicago hopes
to be the great convention city of the
future. It has had soma ul Ihe greatest
conventions ul hwtory, and, beginning
with iww, it has grown in f ivor us a cen-

tral p. ace for political meetings. Chi
cagu'a greatest convention, perhaps,
was that which nominated Lincoln. At
this mie Ihe hrt big national convention
bi.llduu was constructed. Jl was known
as the Wigwam, and it was an iminvme
wudeu structure, built in much the
same shape as one ol the immense pano
ramas, wii.cn are now existunce in
the dilfett tit cities ol the United States.
It was a great round wooden hall, with

an almost flat roof, and with srats ar-

ranged like those ol a theater. This
hall seated about is, 000 people. Ihe
national Democratic conventions of that
year were held at 1 lurleston and Haiti-- ,

more The Charleston convention was
held three weeks before the convention
lhat nominated Lincoln. It was held in
a hall not biKKer thti the average .

It did nut aeal more th in 1,500
people. Stephen A. Djtiglat wis the
candidate of the northern democrats and

Henry K. l'ane was Ihe
leader of tnls fartiun in the convention.
Judah I. Jlenjamin, aiterward secretary
ot war ol the conlederacy, led th
southern Democratic delegates. He
was against Douglas and wanted a man
who would in every way lavor

legislntion. Hen Itutler got his
first national notoriety at this convention.
He was a delag,ite from Massachusetts,
and he voted steam. y fr Jellersun Davis.
I he convention lasted ovi-- a week, and
then seven of the Mm.hern states with-
drew, making the split in the Demo-
cratic parly, which brought about the
election ol Abraham Lincoln. Tne con
vrntiun finally m nimed, without nomi-
nating a candidate, to meet ng.un in
lialiimore, June idi. i8"J. H was held
in a theater, and nmnii'ated Douglas,
seceding delegates also held their con-

vention in lUltimore. They nominated
John C. lireckenrmge as the ptestdcutMl
candidate, an t I.ne ol Oregon was
chusen as the candidate for ice

The third Ualtimore Democratic
convention of that ear nominated Hell
ol lennessee and Kvcrctt ol Massachu-
setts.

kl IT1NO SCKNIiS IN CONVgNTIONS.

Tne Chicago convention of ivio was
one of ttie moat exciting ol uur history.
Senator Allison Iowa, who is now to
be voied lor at St. Louis, attended this
hishrst national convention. He was a
delegate, and was chuen as one 01 the
tally clerks. He was the first man lu
announce lo the president ol ihe con
vcniion that Lincoln was nominated- I

a chat with him nutfmhlittied in which he described the
scene which endued. He says the con
veution went wild. The men threw
their hats into the air, ai.d for ten
n:mutes it seemed to rain hats and
handkerchicl.

A similar scene followed the an-

nouncement ol the nomination of
at Chicago Tne laHt ballot tuuk

more than au hour, and at its close Ihe
convention of about 15,000 peoi le
shouted steadily lor a qinricrolan hour.
Now and then Ihe applause would al-

most die out; but H wuuld bej;i!i again,
and be tuuucr and wilder Hun ever.

Chaney ul O.110
was with Garfield at the tune. He told
niCi not long .igo, that Garfield turned
as pale as a sheet. He st still, looking
like death, while Ihe convention cheered
and cheered and cheered again. At
last he begged Koster lo get him out ot
ih; hall in some way. oter took him
by the arm and pushed the crowd aside,
making the way toward the door. The
vast crowd uuiMde saw them as thev
came out, and nude a rush to get close
to them. Here was a cab waiting, and

Logan was persuaded tu lake the vice
preMdency. ('resident Arthur was a
caridid.ttr, notwithstanding the fact that
he had said not long previous that he
did nut like Ihe presidential olhce, and
lhat he would not take ll again ll it were
banded him on a silver platter.

Iv. M who Irom histuseph started in life as a saddler was

nicknamed Old Saddle Hags, was among
the great democrats Irom Indiana.
Thin there were Samuel . Tilden ot
New York, who was just beginning- his
career as a national figure, l og Horn
lull Allen of Ohio and N. W. I. don ol
Connecticut. The convention cietUred
the war a failure and demanded peace.
I a on of Connecticut made a speech
saying that ho Union troops shoulucru
the conlederacy to coerce a southern
stale except over Ins dead body. Other
similar silly speeches were made, and
General McClellan and George H.
Pendleton were made the nominees.
Lincoln and fohmoii were nominated by
the republicans and were easily elected.

Ihe Grant convention was held at
Chicago May ao, isoi. General Jue
llawicy was the president, and General
Logan put Grant nomination, and
every delegate present voted for him,

he chief contest here was lur the vice
presidency, General Joe faulty, .Sena-

tor Kenton of New York, Schuyler
(iullax ul Indiana, Henry Wilscn ol
Massachusetts and lieu Wade being
cauuidaits. Hen Wade led on the lust

billot, but the fight was very bitter, and
have been told th.it a malicious story

which was circulated saving that irsiniiy
ran in his lamily, and thnl Wadu himself
was at times unsound, axled in
his di fc.it. Odlax got the nomination
andbtr.imc Vice President, but at the
nest convention of 1.H71, when (Want
wan again nominated, t ollax was beaten
by Henry Wilson, whum ho had de--
featcd lour years before.

till. CINCINNATI CONVRNTIONS.

Al "ng nVout the seventies Cincinnati
was the great convention city. It was
therein that Horace Greeley and
ll. Grnti Itrnwn were nominated; there
in 1S76 KutlK tlord H Hayes got the
nomination which made him President;
there in iNo General Hancock was
made the rcmoTatic candidate, Samuel
j. Tilden having declined to run. All ol
theso conventions wero exciting lo an
extreme that ol Hlaine being especially
notable in that Hlame's nomination was
preventeil through a report that the gas
pipes were out ol order. This prevented
an evening session and enabled the
ltiaine opposition to concentrate on
Hnyes.

Jm!(:e Tyner of Indiana, who was one
ol Grant's Postmasters General, told me
Hint this gas story was a trick gotten up
by the opposition to beat Hlaiue. Said
he: "We knew that if there was an even-
ing ses ton that night Hlaine would be
nominated. If we could defer the bal-

loting 10 the next day we believed we
could defeat him. Hayes was from
Cincinnati, and the man who had charge
ol the hall was a trirtid ul his. Jusi as
it heg:in to grow dark he came in and
told me olhcers of the convention lhat
the gas fixtures were out of order, and
that if Ihe jets were lighted there might
be an explosion. Hit story w as believed,
and ihe convention aojourued t il Ihe
next flay. We worked all lhat night to
beat Hlaine and succeeded in doing so,"

There will be no such trick played at
the convention this year. The halls ol
both Si. Louis and Chicago will be
lighted by electricity, and such a trick
as the atmve icould nut be attempted a
second time without its cause being sus-

pected and the real condition ul altairs
investigated.

The coming conventions will be
pictoriully shown up in Ihe papers as
never belore. Lvery big daily has now
its own cartoonist. A number of the
newspapers will send artists, and every-
thing will be cartooned and caricatured.
The last democratic convention was
most ably treated here by Mr. Lcdcrer,
the artist ot the Chicago Herald. His
sketches, which appeared daily during
it, were among Ihe most humorous
features, and not a tew ol them were
rt produced by Mural Halstcad in an
article in the Cosmopolitan M.igarne,
describing the convention. saw Mr,
Keppler of Puck making sketches at the
convention of i.vo,anUj both Puck and
Judge, as wed as the .great illustrated
weeklies, will have a force here next
July.
