A CURIOUS FACT.

But as the work was so good
and ‘the rnnoing expenses gecmed 80
light I was much surprised to learn
that the prison was nol yet gelf-sup-
porting, only seven-tenths of the
total cost being realized from the sale
ol prisoners’ work.
