Th lynwald Jlonnt Itself, to which n
broad graveled pathway leads from tlio n
tranro to St, John's church, It a curious
artificial construction It It fret lu

thelsise', and rlset by four
concrntlro ilnlformt to n height of about
twcltefect On the uppermost of these
stand tho governor, lawmakers, olTelalt
and churehdlgnltaticacf the Island during
tho promulgation of thel iwa. Until quite
recc nt timet tbe nllre text was rtad lioth

Aloud. A huge canopy shelter the

fencing" Is dona by the coroner niniAtif In
slcadlug, who from Immemorial custom
hat licen chief of the six sheading coroner
of Man The Manx coroner Is railed "toe
hlagb Jloarey," or "chief man of the law,"
end Ids functions are similar to those of
our sheriff

Uhen a syllabus of the new statutes
hasoliern nad by thodecmstcror Judge

Here 4 ceremony more than a thou-
sand years old. The whole of the little
Manx nallou It here Just as In King Orry a
time. The great lmprcaslvcncss of the
scene Is not inly In it nntlqulty, hut In
the proof that here uru n people who, while
respcctlog tbtlr government und rulers. In
thla sacredly pntenrd custom thus an
uually serve uotlc o upon their rulers thit
after all they are still but tho servautsef
the jieople, ond tbat tbo people shall evtr
remain greater than the thing and tilings
created to servo them. And this It tl o
