APUSTLE GEORGE TEASDALE

DELIVERED

Al the Tabernacle, Salt Lake City,
Sunilay Afternoon,. January
11th, 1885,

RETORTED BY JOHN IRVINE.

SINcE the last time [ had the privilege
of worshiping in this house | have had
the opportunity, in company with Bro,
F. M. Lymau, ot making a tour through
the Southern wards and Stukes of this
Territory, and | wust say, though it
was my flrst visit to several places,
that [ have enjoyed my labors exceed-
Ingly. 1 appreciated my association
wikh the Saints, who are striviog in
their weakness Lo establish the righte-
ousness of God upon the earth. | was
treated with the greatest kindness, 1t

I8 impoasible for us to be assoclated as

we are In a great work—a work that
fron the beginuing has been opposed
by the world—without feeling the
greatest admiration for men and
women who are filled with the spirit pf
integrity, who manifest a love for God
and for the principles of righteoas-
ness, that is surprising io the day and
age In which we live when righteous-
ness I8 80 nppopular, [ had always
becn given to understand that I was
liviug In an enlightvned age in the
blaze of the Gospel: that we had
assed from the dark ages and were
iving in &n eunlightened aze, among
educated people; that the Gospel of
Lthe Son of God was belng pramull-,:atml
in all natlons, sud that we had the
Bible for & guide, so that we need nol
be mistaken. ‘T'his being the cuse, it is
something very curious—I often think
s0 in my reflections—that men and
womenare to-day in the penitentary,
doomed to associnte with the worst
class of villaing, because they belicve
in God.
