In the talcoee
slot, veins of nmonite Iron ore,
more or leas intermixed with slate
and quartz, are occasionally found
but If they contain gold I have been
unable, up to the present time, to
detect it with the means at my dis-

posal. About fifteen miners have
located claims on .the creek here,
built dams and small sluices, but
they have no cold to show, as the

- result of their labors, and the
reports they give of the rich
ness of . the L giavel "bars" are
creatly exaggerated. They re
port from five to 7 cents to the
pan; but I selected one of their best
prospecting shafts and washed out
ulna nuckets or toe average grave i
(equal to eJcbteen pans! with
rocker, and obtained iSi cents worth
of gold, or about six grains Troy.Thl would beat ths rate of H cents
to. toe pan, or about 91,70 per cubte
yard, but the average of the whole
list will be much less than this, al-

though in some places a few pans
of aartb. can be-- acraped off the bed
rock that will yield higher results.
The gold is in small flattened
grains, with very little fine dust
accompanying it. and chows by its
appearaaca that it has bean carried
far by the action of water, but has
most probably been derived from
quart veins in the alatea about the
head-wate- rs of the stream. And
my prospecting seems to show a
general dlffuUon of small quantities
f gold over a large area, while the

Tho ' trees vara straight, free from
limbs for one-ha- lf their height, and
will furnish logs averaging from
twelve to twenty inches in dlarne- -

, ter.and fifty or more feet in length.
1 I hav seen tom trees along the

creek bottoms that were 100 feet la
height, and two or three feet
through at the ground. The wood
ia-eo- ft, straight, but rather coarse-
grained; easily splK, but has not
no ftreaV transverse strength as
our Eastern pine. There la a little
elm and oak along the banks of the
eastern streams, and in the ele-
vated s northern portions the pine
la Partly replaced by, a tall,'
slender black spruce, used by
the Indians for lodge poles. The
flora of the hills is intermediate In
Its character between that of the
Mississippi Valley and the Rocky
Mountains, and plants peculiar to
each rezion are here to be found
growing side by side. The soiljs
rich and deep; and in the bottoms
along the small streams is Diaca
and peaty, often several feet in
depth, producing a heavy growth
of bottom graft, suitable fer hay.
Along the billables, through the
rarest, and even on me mountain
tops, where the rocks are, covered

' by soil, a good growth' of excellent
irraits I everywhere to be found.
and the shelter afforded by the
wood and deep alleys makes this
country - admirably , adapted for

' stock-raisin- g purposes. Water of
excellent quality is abundant; fine
spring are t be found ail through
