THE OLD- - TESTAMENT KE--

It is announced that the Old Testa-

ment Revision will be completed in
July and ' that it will be published in
early autnmn. The appearance of this
new Version will be aa event of extra-
ordinary interest, although the sale of
the work can hardly be expected to be
as Immense as was that of the New
Testament Revision. The revisers
themselves were surprised at the eager-ness of the people to obtain copies of
the new translation, aud its circulation
was so large that it Is evident intelli-
gent persons of all creeds and no creed
at ' all must have perused, it. It is
known that changes have 4een more
frequently made in the Old Testament
than in the New, and that fact Justifiesthe expectation of a great demand for
the Old Testament Revision. It is yetan open question whether the Bible
Revision will supplant the version of
King James, and perhaps the belief
that it will has declined somewhat
since the New Testament Revision ap-
peared. Undoubtedly it will be more
valuable than any commentary as an
aid In IMble study, even if the charm
of language of the King James version
has been so much sacrificed to exteme
literalness that it will not be acceptedas a substitute for the popular version
in common . use. However, it is re-
membered that It required many yearsto bring the King James version into
general use, and perhaps the new
translation will be a formidable rival
