Editor Deseret Newt:
I aiti a farmer: 1 own a farm of

twenty acres and a water right of four
teen and a half acres. A so called
water right Is two hours' nse of a cer
tain porti of water per acre every
fourteen days.

Jost naw lt would take mc three
days, at the present low stage of water
to water one acre of lucera. I bold the
water on my farm three hours less than
two days; so you an see that it wonld
take me one day ana tnree hours more
to water tbe acre of lucern than the
time f bold the water.

This year f had eight acres' of small
grain In six ia wheat and two lu oats
I paid for cutting and binding fifteen
dollars in cash, besides feeding team
and men the time they were cutting It,not counting anything for the use ot a
horse on the binder that belonged to
me. Tbe grain is not thrashed yet, but
l win taKe sixty ousbeis or wheat ana
fifty bushels of oats tor my two stacks
of grain..

wo will have to be at the expense of

I will tell you what I mast do with
what I have made on my farm tn:s
year i I must support two families of
my own. for 1 am a polygaruist. (Of
course tbe "law" will not permit me
to live-wit- my own family, but 1 naust
support them all the same.) I have an
invalid mother to support and take
care of. Bat all that to me is
only a pleasure and a double
pleasure at that, bat now comes
the "tug of war," and that is the front
and the offense of this long preface.
